	This agency has a question on how to handle emissions units which are PTI/PTIO exempt [OAC rule 3745-31-03] for fee reporting.  A facility has several emissions units which are exempt from PTI/PTIOs but have actual emissions over 1.0 TPY so they need to be reported in the synthetic minor fee report.  Do we add them to the facility as an emissions unit? If so there does not appear to be a way to identify that they do not need permits. How should we handle this situation?

	This agency has a question concerning the review of Title V compliance certifications. In reviewing the attached form a reviewer cannot tell if the company has no deviations or they forget to complete the form.  How do we know if they forgot to note any deviations or they did not have any deviations?

	Our office is having some confusion as to when FEPTIO should be marked on the permit detail tab of a PTIO in STARS2.   Most of our permit writers are marking FEPTIO anytime they are working on a PTIO for a FEPTIO/synthetic minor facility.  This has really confused our Central Office reviewers because they are looking for federally enforceable T&Cs.   We have been working with Central Office permit reviewers to resolve and it appears that we may have stumbled upon why it is so confusing.   One reason is that in STARs2 on the facility tab under permitting classification a facility can be classified as FEPTIO.  I believe this is confusing because “FEPTIO” is also used on the permit detail page and appears to be emission unit specific.  When we are filling out permit information on the permit detail page there are boxes that we are to mark detailing whether the permit is a FEPTIO or  a FEPTIO to avoid Title V.  In addition, further down the permit detail page there is a box that is labeled “ avoiding NSR synthetic minor”. 

We were previously told that we needed to mark FEPTIO in the permit detail page if this was the first permit being issued in STARs2 to ensure that the permit was issued on a 5 year cycle even if the PTIO itself did not have federally enforceable limits. 

My questions are these.  When do you use the options FEPTIO, FEPTIO to avoid Title V and  avoiding NSR synthetic minor on the permit detail page and what do these boxes do as far as STARs2 is concerned?  Are they meant to be informational for the permit reviewers?  Do they set the renewal cycle if there has been no other permit issued in STARs2?  Also, are these boxes intended to be emission unit specific?  If they are meant to be emission unit specific, then should facilities not be classified as FEPTIO on the facility tab but instead be classified as something else ( i.e. synthetic minor facility)?
