	Does STARS2 include provisions for tracking correspondence/determinations for deminimis emissions units?
 
Our office is looking to standardize how we handle deminimis emissions units in STARS2 for which we have made a formal determination that a source qualifies for the deminimis air contaminant source exemption.  We routinely receive information from a company not contained in a formal permit application requesting our concurrence that a source qualifies for the deminimis exemption.  Upon making a determination, we send a formal letter back to the company.  We would like to store our calculations and letters in STARS2 to make it easier to find for future reference, and to do away with having to keep a paper file for the deminimis source reviews.  We think that this will help keep track of deminimis sources when there is employee turnover or someone other than the permit writer is doing an inspection.
 
Is there a way to associate these documents with specific emissions units in STARS2, other than at the facility level Attachments, when there is no formal application entered into STARS2?  If there is not a place to associate these documents with a specific emissions unit, do you have a recommendation as to where the best place in STARS2 would be to store this information?

	Marietta Industrial Enterprise (MIE) is a Title V source located in Washington County, Ohio.  I recently received notification from the facility (and the new owner) that a number of the emissions units have been sold to new ownership.  The emissions units will remain where they are and currently will maintain the same facility name.  MIE and the new owner have requested to have the permits transferred to the new owner.  The emissions units that have been purchased include dockside material handling, dockside storage piles, and coal loading.  These units PTE will not reach Title V threshold on their own.  MIE still will have a number of EUs that are located in their Title V permit (they will still be a Title V source even after selling these EUs).

All three of the emissions units purchased are non insignificant emissions units in MIE's expired Title V and have had PTI issued in the past.  MIE did submit a timely renewal application. The existing PTI's take care of the installation of the all ready installed equipment, but what about operating?  I presume the facility will submit PTIO applications for the operating portion of the emissions units since they will not be Title V?  However, can they operate under the exiting Title V for a period of time until this is accomplished?  If so, they certainly would not comply with all of the Title V requirements (Title V certification, Title fees, etc).   Any guidance on the situation would be appreciated.
