This is a STARS2 question regarding what we're supposed to enter for "were deviations
reported" under Compliance Reports for facilities with leak detection and repair

(LDAR) programs. Most of these quarterly or semiannual compliance reports are required to
report the number of components monitored, the total leakers and those not repaired within a
certain number of days, among other things. So, do we consider it a deviation if the
company reports any leaks..... or a certain percentage of leaks .....or a certain percentage
not repaired in a timely manner? Very few facilities with LDAR programs will have zero
leakers for a particular quarter, so if we marked them as deviations, then it will appear that
the facilities are always out of compliance with the LDAR program
