Non-road Engines: The definition of a non-road engine in OAC rule 3745-31-01(CCCC) states that any engine that replaces an engine at a location that is intended to perform the same or similar function as the engine replaced will be included in calculating the consecutive time period for the 12-month criteria.  However, I am uncertain what the definition of location is. The rules state that a location is a single site at a building, structure, facility, or installation. Is any area around a structure that equipment is hooked up to considered a single site, or is single site specifically one single space on the ground? Basically I want to know if a company switches out the engine within 12 months and places the new engine in a different spot (but connected to the same equipment) if that would qualify as a new location.
