Stars2 Updates 04/13/2011

Version 1.31 – Deployed February 11 – Stars2 Users copied on change update sent to external users on 2/11.  This included changes to graphics on facility profile that internal users see as well.  See Answer Place 2330, “Air Services Updates”.

Compliance 1st Level Menu Name Change
You will now see a tab that is labeled: Compliance/Enforcement.  There currently is no change in the functionality of this menu or any of the options within it.  This change is needed going forward with the inclusion of CETA into Stars2 and is the only change we are currently making to the software, which we couldn't prevent from being seen in production.  So, in summary, you'll notice the name change, but no functionality changes at this time.  When we get closer to rolling CETA out, you will be receiving frequent and regular updates and information.

Permit-By-Rule button to accept
After a PBR request is submitted, it is reviewed and then either accepted or denied by the DO/LAA.  Prior to being accepted, any currently active permits must be revoked.  In several instances the PBR was being accepted prior to that revocation taking place, therefore access to the “Accept” button has been removed from most users with the exception of permit issuance staff.  The permit issuance staff will then accept the PBR request after the permit revocation is complete.

Permit Evaluation Report listing effective permits
The PER was not properly displaying all permits that were effective during the reporting period.  Instead, it was only displaying the first permit that was effective, so if a modification had been issued it was not displayed.  This has been corrected.

Permit To Do list additions
The NAICS code is now available as a search filter.  The NAICS and the permit description are not displayed in the search results.

Greenhouse Gas Tracking
GHG tracking has been added to the PTI/PTIO application as well as the PTIO permit detail page.  These are in addition to those elements that were already added to the Title V application, PTI and Title V PTO permit detail pages.  Guidance on the use of these tracking elements is forthcoming.

Sync EUs button on Permit Detail page changed
The Sync EUs button at the bottom of the Permit Detail page was created to only sync the emissions unit ID (ex. B001) between the permit and the current facility profile.  The permit writer would use this button if the ID had been updated since the time the permit was applied for.  Users have requested the ability to also sync the DAPC Description.  The button is now labeled, “Sync EU with Facility” and when pressed will update the emissions unit ID and the DAPC description.

Final Issued Permits Allow Attachments
After a permit is issued final, access to any permit related data gets locked down such that no modifications can be made.  The ability to add attachments to the permit after final issuance has been given such that the permit record can still be completed by uploading supporting documents.

Mgmt Reports 1st Level Menu Name Change and Reorganization
You will now see a tab that is labeled: Reports.  In addition, the custom reports that were listed horizontally on the 2nd level menu, are now listed vertically when you select the “Custom Reports” title.  

Permit-By-Rule Updates
A problem was found where a PBR would continue to be listed on the DAPC public web page even if the EUs had been shutdown or superseded by another PBR or permit.  In order to correct this problem and properly track whether a PBR was currently active for an EU, etc. several changes were made for PBRs.  At the EU level you will now see a status field that will track whether the PBR is active, terminated or superseded.  The supporting data was also used in order to accurately set those flags to reflect the correct current status.  The data displayed on the web page for PBRs has also been updated such that it will only show active PBRs, not historical status.  http://www.epa.state.oh.us/dapc/pbr/permitbyrule.aspx

Legacy Permits – EUs Now Included
When Stars2 kicked off in July 2008, permit data was migrated from several places.  At the time, the decision was made that any permits created in Stars2 based on old permit data that had not yet been issued at any stage, should leave all EUs as excluded in the permit tree.  That means that most legacy permits showed zero EUs in the permit.  In order to get a more accurate picture of the potential permit backlog population, that decision was reversed.  Therefore, the EUs in old legacy permits were changed to be included based on what EUs were in the associated application.  This resulted in 1,425 legacy Title V and in process PTIOs getting EUs assigned to them where they weren’t previously.

Permits Status Report
This custom report was modified to include additional filtering options as explained below.  If settings are changed after running the report, the user must click the reset button prior to resubmitting the data query.

Display Only – Backlogged:  
This option is available if you have selected only ”Renewal” as the permit reason.  This will show only permits that are in–process renewal permit records and have not been dead-ended.  A permit is considered to be backlogged for Title V PTOs if today is after the oldest associated renewal application received date + 540 days.  For PTIOs, Stars2 will compare two dates: the preliminary completeness date + 180 days; and the most recent application received date + 60 days + 180 days.  A PTIO is backlogged if today is after whichever of those two dates is earlier. 

Exclude – Shutdown Facility:  
If you select this box before you click the submit button the query will remove all in-process permits associated with that facility from the results.

Exclude – Shutdown/Invalid EUs:
If you select this box before you click the submit button the query will remove all EUs that are marked as shutdown or invalid (current facility profile) from the results.  If one or more EUs in the permit are included and are not shutdown/invalid, the permit will be listed in the report results and the EU count in the “Permit EU Count” column will represent the included, valid eus (i.e., the EU total will not include the shutdown/invalid EUs).  The entire permit will be removed if all EUs included in the permit are marked as shutdown/invalid.  If the permit does not include any EUs (0 EUs in permit) at the time the report is run, and thus the total was not reduced by shutdown/invalid, that permit record will still be included in the results.

 Include Column – NAICS:
The option to include NAICS as a column in the results was added.

Expiration Report
This custom report was modified to allow users to view permits that will be expiring in the future.  It will allow you to predict upcoming workload as if all renewal applications required during the selected period will be submitted but has not yet been received for one or more of the EUs in the permit.  The expiring permits will be displayed if they expire any time from today through the date that is entered.  If the permit has already expired it will not be displayed on the list.  Various exclusions are provided as an option to remove those EUs from the projected workload.
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
