Applicability of Fee Emissions Reporting Reguirements

The status of a facility as of December 31 of any given year will determine the reporting
required for that calendar year's emissions.
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* An application is considered timely if the initial Title V or synthetic minor application was submitted prior to the initial
Title V filing deadline (Sept. 30, 1996) or within one year of becoming subject to OAC Chapter 77 requirements.

** |f actual emissions go above 50% of major source thresholds prior to issuance, facility will be required to submit Title

V FER until final synthetic minor status is attained.
