Dear Mr. Finney:

On April 22, 2010, 1 inspected the sanitary sewer overflow point located near the Spruce
Street lift station. This is the overflow which | discussed in my letter to you dated
December 8, 2010. Our enforcement coordinator, Tim Campbell, was present with me.
Some photos were taken and are attached. No discharge from the pipe was occurring
at the time. There was considerable evidence lining the ditch, of sewage having been
discharged to the ditch in the past, including plastics. This is a violation of your above
referenced NPDES discharge permit. On May 19, 2010, | spoke with you about the
problem in a phone conversation. You gave me an update on your efforts at correcting
the problem.

. This problem appears to be coming from an overflow from a portion of the collection
system which occurs during periods of rainfall. Please provide a drawing or diagram to
this office describing what you believe is occurring.

All sanitary sewer overflows are prohibited except under emergency conditions where
the overflow occurs in full compliance with all of the provusuons of 40 CFR 122.41 (m)
and Part lii Item 11 of the NPDES permit.

You must monitor and report any such overflows in accordance with your NPDES
permit under Outfall OPD0O0001300 (see permit page 4), and follow the condition (E) in
Part I of the permit. For the period November, 2009 through April, 2010, you have not
reported any overflows from the collection system. You must monitor this overflow point
and report all overflows.

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We are concerned that too much time has passed without corrective action on this
problem.” Please write to me within 14 days of this letter, giving an update on your
efforts at correcting this problem and providing a date that you will have the overflow
eliminated. Please also provide a written report every 30 days thereafter, giving an
update on your efforts at correcting this problem. You must show continuous progress
in addressing this problem, or enforcement action may result.
