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Dear Mr. McAdams:

On April 18, 2011, 1 conducted a financial record review of documentation on Tile for the
Moyno Inc. (Moyno), Springfield, OH facilityRobbins and Myers Inc. (R&M) currently owns
and provides financial assurance for the Moyno facility. I evaluated the facility for
compliance with the closure financial assurance, closure cost estimates, and liability
requirements as set forth in Ohio Administrative Code (OAC) rules 3745-5542, 3745-55-
43 and 3745-55-47.

To demonstrate financial assurance for closure care, R&M utilizes an insurance policy. On
February 24, 2004, Ohio EPA received a revised Certificate of Insurance for closure care
for $1,000,000.00. This Insurance Policy No, PLC 5222759-02 issued by Steadfast
Insurance Company (SIC) is effective as of October 24, 2003.

To demonstrate third-party liability coverage, a Hazardous Waste Facility Certificate of
Liability Insurance, with SIC was provided, effective October 24, 2003. The SIC policy, No.
PLC 3986856-02, satisfies the third-party liability requirements for sudden accidental
occurrences. The limits of liability are $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000000 in the
aggregate, exclusive of legal defense costs. An Acord Certificate of Liability Insurance was
submitted on December 23, 2010, verifying the existing coverage.
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My review of this documentation reveals that R&M has adequately demonstrated
abatement of the following violation discovered during the January 30, 2009 review:

QAC Rule 3745-55-47, Owner/Operator must have sudden liability financial
assurance.

I found the following violations of Ohio's hazardous waste laws, In order to correct these
violations you must do the following and send me the required information within 30 days
of your receipt of this letter:

OA  Rule 3745-5542(B), Must Adjust Estimate for Inflation: During theactive
life of the facility, the owner or operator must adjust the closure cost estimate for
inflation within sixty days prior to the anniversary date of the establishment of the
financial instrument(s) used to comply with 3745-55-43 of the Administrative Code.

R&M has failed to submit an adjusted closure cost estimate for the Moyno facility.
The last submitted closure cost estimate, Table 9: Preliminary Cost Estimate and
Schedule, was revised on December 5, 2005 with a total closure cost of
$52540000. This cost estimate evaluated closure costs scheduled to begin in
October 2005 and end by March 2009.

R&M must immediately submit an adjusted closure cost estimate. The adjustment
may be made by recalculating the maximum costs of closure in current dollars, or by
using an inflation factor derived from the most recent "Implicit Price Deflator for
Gross National Product" published by the U.S. department of commerce in its
"Survey of Current Business," for each year since 2005.

2.	 OAC Rule 3745-55-43, Financial Assurance for Facility Closure An owner or
operator of each facility must establish financial assurance for closure of the facility

On April 28, 2004, R&M provided a Certificate of Insurance for Closure or Post-
Closure Care in accordance with OAC 3745-55-43(E) and matching the wording
specified in paragraph (E) of QAC 3745-55-51. 1 attempted to contact the insurer,
SIC and was routed with any questions regarding the policy to the insurance
broker, Marsh USA Inc. (Marsh). I spoke with Victor Morales of Marsh and he was
unable to verify that the policy listed in the Certificate for Closure, PLC 5222759-02
is in effect and covered by the insurer.

R&M must immediately submit an updated copy of the Certificate of Insurance for
Closure or Post-Closure Care in accordance with OAC 3745-55-43(E) which
matches the wording specified in paragraph (E) of OAC 3745-55-51 or provide an
alternate financial assurance mechanism.
