Dear Mr. Guenther:

On April 19, 2010, Ohio EPA, represented by Edward D'AmatoIDHWM-NEDO, Pam
McCoy/DHWM-CO, and Jodi Billman-Kotsco/OSI inspected Chemtron Corporation's Avon
Ohio facility for compliance with its hazardous waste permit and Ohio's hazardous waste
laws found in Chapters 3734 of the Ohio Revised Code (ORC) and 3745 of the Ohio
Administrative Code (OAC). Chemtron was represented by Ron Drozdowski.

The following violations were found:

1. Permit Condition C.3, Condition of Containers
OAC 3745-55-71

If a container is not in good condition or if it begins to leak, the Permittee shall
transfer the hazardous waste from such container to a container that is in good
condition...

There was a container in Area 4 that was leaking. This violation was corrected during the
inspection when a Chemtron employee placed the drum in an overpack container. No
further action is required regarding this violation.

2. Storage of Restricted Waste
OAC 3745-270-50(A)(2)(a)

Each container [must be] marked to clearly identify its contents...

A container in Area 3 was not labeled per this rule. This violation was corrected during the
inspection when a Chemtron employee labeled the drum. No further action is required
regarding this violation.

3. Tank System Inspections
CAC 3745-55-95, Permit Condition 0.5

The owner or operator must inspect tank systems once each operating day.
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The inspection form for Areal was not completed on 1/11/10. To address this violation,
please explain what Chemtron will do to prevent this violation from recurring in the future.

In addition to the above violations, the following concerns were noted:

1. The inspection form dated March 17, 2010 for Area 1 showed no "acceptable" or
"unacceptable" mark for Tank 15.

The inspection form dated March 10, 2010 for Tank 24 indicated that it was leaking,
but it was marked 'acceptable" on the form and no follow-up for correcting the leak
is noted on this or subsequent forms.

To address this concern, please explain what steps Chemtron will take to ensure that
inspection forms are complete.

2. The number of drums in storage throughout the facility that do not have Chemtron's
tracking labels in visible locations (not including plastic drums which are labeled on
top) appears to have increased compared to previous inspections. This makes it
difficult for Chemtron to properly inspect and identify the containers.

Please explain what steps Chemtron will take to address this concern.

Enclosed is a copy of the checklist used for the inspection.

Failure to list specific deficiencies or violations in this communication does not relieve
Chemtron from the responsibility of complying with all applicable Ohio EPA laws and
regulations. Please be advised that present or past instances of non-compliance can
continue as subjects of pending or future enforcement actions.
