Dear Mr. Castello:

Thank you for accompanying me during the February 4, 2010, hazardous waste compliance
evaluation inspection (CEl) of Busch & Thiem (B & T) located at 1316 Cleveland Road,
Sandusky, Ohio. This inspection was conducted to determine B & T's compliance with Ohio's
hazardous waste laws as found in Chapter 3734. of the Chio Revised Code (ORC), and Ohio's
hazardous waste regulations as adopted under Chapter 3745. of the Ohio Administrative Code
(OAC). The inspection included a tour of facility operations and a review of facility paperwork.

B & T fabricates wire to manufacture display racks. At the time of inspection, Ohio EPA
considered B& T a conditionally exempt small quantity generator (CESQG) of hazardous waste
due to the fact that they did not produce over 220 pounds (approximately 25-30 gallons) of
hazardous waste in a calendar month. The only hazardous waste generated at this facility is
spent solvent (D001) which is mixed with the used oil. The used oil has not been sent off site yet
because not enough volume of used oil has been accumulated to date. Please note that since
the spent solvent is mixed with the used oil it must be burned for energy recovery (per OAC
Rule 3745-51-05(J)) when it is sent off site. In addition, when enough used oil has been
accumulated B & T must ensure that the used oil is hauled only by transporters that have
obtained an U.S. EPA ID number. B & T may also elect to self-transport the used oil to an
approved collection site in accordance with OAC Rule 3745-279-24. B & T also generates spent
fluorescent bulbs.

| found the following violations of Ohio’s hazardous waste laws. [n order to correct these
violations you must do the following and send me the required information within 30 days of
your receipt of this letter:

1. Waste Evaluation, OAC Rule 3745-52-11

B & T failed to have waste evaluation documentation or an established recycling plan In
place for the fluorescent bulbs generated at the facility.

B & T must immediately cease disposing of the fluorescent bulbs as non-hazardous
waste until a proper waste evaluation has been completed.
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Fluorescent bulbs typically contain mercury and other heavy metals which could make
them a hazardous waste.

Hazardous waste bulbs are considered “spent materials” and remain hazardous waste
even when recycled. Hazardous waste lamp generators have the option of handling
their tamps as hazardous waste or as universal waste. Managing hazardous waste
lamps under the universal waste rules eases certain regulations imposed on generators
of spent lamps. During the inspection, | gave you a fact sheet outlining the universal
waste rules for handlers of lamps and a list of fluorescent bulb recyclers. Please review
this information and contact me if you have any questions.

In order to abate this violation, B & T must submit to Ohio EPA documentation to
demonstrate how you plan to properly manage your fluorescent bulbs. If B & T plans to
manage the spent fluorescent bulbs as universal waste (in lieu of conducting a waste
evaluation), B & T will need to submit photographic documentation showing the storage
container properly labeled and dated. In addition, B & T must submit the name of the
facility where you plan to recycle the bulbs.

2. Used Oil Storage Requirements, OAC Rule 3745-279-22 (C) (1)

Containers used to store used oil shall be labeled or marked clearly with the words
“Used Qil".

B & T failed to mark their used oil container located in the warehouse with the words
“Used Oil".

In order to abate this violation, B & T must send me photo documentation showing that
the used oil container has been labeled with the words "Used Qil”.

Ohio EPA will issue an EPA ID number to track our inspection activity at B& T. B & T can not
use this number for manifesting hazardous waste shipments.

If B & T wants to use an EPA ID number for manifesting and other hazardous waste, used oil or
universal waste activities, B & T must complete and submit a Notification of Regulated Waste
Activity form (EPA Form 9029 (Rev. 11/2002)) to Ohio EPA.

This form is available on our Web page at hitp.//www.epa.ohio.gov/dhwm/notiform.aspx or
B & T can call me at (419) 373-3058 or the Division of Hazardous Waste Management, Central
Office, RIS at (614) 644-2977 and we will mail you a copy.

If you find ways to recycle, reduce, or altogether eliminate the amount of waste your company
generates you may he able to reduce treatment and disposal costs. Furthermore, you may
.possibly reduce your regulatory requirements.
