The CD&D landfill is no longer in operation nor does it have its license.
All of the CD&D material was in the mixed solid waste (MSW) landfifl by
February 2008.

During the last year, leachate was only taken to the City of Lancaster,
which has an. approved pretreatment program. [f leachate is only
hauled to entities with approved industrial pretreatment programs, an
indirect discharge permit will not be required. The City of Lancaster
and the City of Zanesville have approved industrial pretreatment
programs. If leachate will be hauled to the City of Bremen, an indirect
discharge permit will be required.

It was discussed if the sampling data taken from 2007 and 2008 would
be adequate to submit for your indirect discharge permit renewal
application. Sampling data taken from 2008 will be accepted with your
renewal application.

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The following actions are required by Tunnel Hill Reclamation LLC:

4. If Tunnel Hill Reclamation LLC decides to continue with an indirect
discharge permit, then you may dispose of leachate at treatment plants
without approved programs, i.e., City of Bremen. You must then
immediately apply for a permit renewal.

5.  If Tunnel Hill Reclamation LLC decides not to continue with an indirect
discharge permit, then a notice of termination must be submitted to
terminate the permit. If the permit is terminated, leachate may only be
disposed at plants with approved programs, i.e., City of Lancaster and
City of Zanesville.

Ohio EPA looks forward to working with Tunnel Hill Reclamation to ensure continuing
compliance with pretreatment requirements -and the indirect discharge permit. If you
need additional information or assistance, please feel free to contact me by e-mail at:

7.0 OTHER OBSERVATIONS/NOTES

It was reported that the CD&D landfill has had 10% of the mixed solid waste (MSW) removed per the Director’s
Final Findings & Orders. All of the CD&D was in the MSW landfill as of February 2008. The MSW landfill has a 4
leachate collection tank with a volume of 91,000 gallons inside a 134,000 gallon secondary containment tank.

The PTI #06-7427 was issued for the installation of a 10,000 gallon tank and a 20,000 gallon tank. Only the
10,000 gallon tank was installed due to the fact that the CD&D landfill is no longer in operation nor has its
license.

During the last year, leachate was always taken to the City of Lancaster, which has an approved pretreatment
program. Tunnel Hill Reclamation may also take leachate to the City of Zanesville in the future. If leachate is
hauled to the City of Lancaster or Zanesville’s WWTPs, an indirect discharge permit witl not be required.
leachate will be hauled to the City of Bremen, the indirect discharge permit will be required. Tunnei Hill
Reclamation will need to make this determination soon due to the fact that they Indirect Discharge Permit (IDP)
application needs to be submitted soon.

Manifest hauling records are kept on-site and well organized. No compliance issues noted at facility other than
the renewal indirect discharge permit application has not been submitted within 180 days of permit expiration.

8.0 REQUIRED FOLLOW-UP ACTIONS

The IDP application needs to be submitted soon if the permit is to be renewed. .
