Re: Abandoned materials at former M & J Industries, Lucasville

Gentlemen:

On February 9, 2009, Melody Stewart and | visited the former M & J Industries located at
832 Fairground Road, Lucasville, Ohio, to determine compliance with Ohio’s hazardous
waste laws as found in Chapter 3734 of the Ohio Revised Code (ORC) and Chapter 3745 of
the Ohio Administrative Code (OAC). The purpose of this letter is to inform you of conditions
at the site, explain the violations we found and what you need to do to correct the violations,
and to convey any general concerns we have and what you need to do to respond to our
concerns.

Our February 9, 2009 site visit was conducted as a follow up to a January 2009 site visit by
Fred Snell of Ohio EPA’s Division of Surface Water, in which he indicated that numerous
drums and containers of materials remained on-site (see attached photographs). On our
February 2009 visit, we were accompanied by Mr. Raymond Balzer, whom we understand
is the property owner. Mr. Balzer indicated that M & J Industries, who is no longer in
business at this location, sold their assets to SFI of Ohio LLC, and that what is left of M & J
Industries now belongs to Hillstreet Capital. At this time, it is unclear to Ohio EPA to which
of these entities the drums and containers of materials belong.
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During our visit, it appeared that the buildings formerly occupied by M & J industries were
unlocked and accessible. The inside of the buildings looked unchanged from the
photographs taken by Fred Snell last month. The wastewater pretreatment building
contained several drums of what appeared to be pretreatment chemicals which had labels
that read “do not freeze”; the buildings are without electricity or heat. The pretreatment
laboratory stili had reagents and chemicals on the benches and in the cabinets. A
warehouse/shed which was open and unsecured contained several drums of acids and
other materials. The buildings showed evidence that people had accessed the site;
laboratory drawers and cabinets had been opened and gone through, and papers had been
strewn on the floor, etc.

As a result of our February 9, 2009 site visit, we found the following violation of Ohio’s
hazardous waste laws. In order to correct this violation, you must do the following and send
the required information to me within 30 days of your receipt of this letter:

(1) OAC Rule 3745-52-11, Hazardous Waste Determination: Any person who
generates a waste must determine if that waste is a hazardous waste, using the
criteria set forth in OAC Chapter 3745-51.

M & J Industries closed its Lucasville facility in approximately March of 2007. As of
the date of our visit, drums and containers of materials still remain on-site at the
closed facility. Since these materials have been abandoned, they are considered to
be wastes’.

All abandoned materials (i.e., wastes) left on site at the former M & J Industries site
must be evaluated to determine if they are hazardous wastes. Documentation
demonstrating that these wastes have been evaluated must be submitted to this
office for review. -

General Comments:

(a) Site Security.

It appeared that the buildings formerly occupied by M & J Industries were unlocked
and accessible, and showed evidence that people had accessed the site. All
buildings formerly occupied by M & J Industries that contain abandoned materials
(i.e., wastes) must be secured in order to eliminate access by unauthorized persons
and/or the general public. Acceptable methods of securing these buildings include
entry barriers such as boards, locks, or other means to secure all windows, doors
and other potential means of entry to the buildings; providing fencing around the site
with a locked entry; providing a surveillance system for the site; or providing a guard
or security service for the site. Security measures should be maintained until the
wastes have been evaluated and removed from the site.

' OAC Rule 3745-51-02 defines a “waste” as any discarded material that is not excluded by paragraph (A) of OAC
Rule 3745-51-04 or that is not excluded by variance granted under OAC Rules 3745-50-23 and 3745-50-24, including
"abandoned” material as defined in OAC Rule 3745-51-02(B).
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(b) Waste Management and Disposal.
Once all wastes remaining on-site have been evaluated, any wastes that are
determined to be hazardous must be properly managed in accordance with Ohio’s
hazardous waste laws and regulations, and treated or disposed by a permitted
hazardous waste treatment, storage, and disposal (TSD) facility.

| have enclosed a list of permitted commercial TSD facilities in Ohio for your use in
this matter. Documentation of the final disposition of the on-site wastes must be
submitted to this office for review.

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Identifying Your Hazardous Waste

Introduction

As a business owner, it is important
to know if you generate a hazard-
ous waste. Under Ohioc EPA's
regulations, all wastes generated
from a business must be evaluated
to see if they are hazardous or not.
Ohio EPA has specific regulations
on how hazardous waste needs to
be handied and disposed. For
businesses that generate hazard-
ous waste, there are also record
keeping requirements to comply
with.

If you do not know whether your
business generates a hazardous
waste, or if you are not properly
managing hazardous wastes, you
could face a non-compliance
penaity.

What is a hazardous
waste?

If you have a material that can no
longer be used, it is considered a
waste. There are two ways in which
your waste can be classified as a
hazardous waste:

Listed hazardous wastes

If your waste appears on any one of
the lists published in Ohio’s hazard-
ous waste regulations, it is a haz-
ardous waste. These hazardous
waste lists are published in the Ohio
Administrative Code (OAC), rules
3745-51-31 through 3745-51-33.
There are four different types of
listed wastes. Each waste on the
list is assigned a hazardous waste
code.

Listed Hazardous Waste Codeéf%nd Descriptions

Hazardous Waste Description

Waste Code

F wastes: These listed wastes come from general processes such as
cleaning, degreasing, metal finishing and manufacturing.

K wastes: These listed wastes come from specific industrial pro-
cesses, such as chemical or pesticide production, petro-
leum refining and metal manufacturing.

U wastes: These listed wastes include old, off-specification or dis-
carded commercial chemicals. For example, if you have a
process or lab chemicai thathas exceeded its sheif life and
can't be used, this chemical may be a U waste.

P wastes: Like U wastes, these wastes are also old, off-specification or
discarded commercial chemicals. The P wastes are, how-
ever, more toxic than U wastes.

Hazardous waste codes for the above wastes include either an “F,” *K,” *P,” or “U"
followed by three digits (e.g., FO01, K062, U122, P0O18).

Characteristic hazardous
wastes

If you find that your waste does not
appear on the F, K, P or U lists in
Ohio EPA's regulations, your waste
may still be regulated if it possesses
a hazardous characteristic. Under
the regulations, there are four
characteristics that could cause a
waste to be regulated as hazard-
ous.

Knowing the EPA waste codes that
apply to your wastes is important
because these codes identify the
specific type of waste generated by
your company. They also help
identify the waste as it is being
transported, treated and disposed
of. The waste codes are put on
drum labels, the generator notifica-
tion form, hazardous waste shipping
manifests and other records.

Do small businesses
generate hazardous
wastes?

Yes! Many small businesses are
hazardous waste generators. Even

"if a business generates only a small

amount of waste, the waste must
still be evaluated and, if it is hazard-
ous, properly managed.

Some of the small businesses that
are commonly hazardous waste
generators include:

Identifying Your Hazardous Waste

Characteristic Hazardous Waste Descriptions

Hazardous
Characteristic

Description

Ignitability:

The waste has a flash point of less than 140 degrees F (60 degrees C) or could catch fire under certain
circumstances. Examples include: solvents, mineral spirits and paint waste.

Ignitable hazardous wasies are assigned the EPA hazardous waste code of D001.

Corrosivity:

The pH of the waste is very low (two or less) or very high (12,5 or greater). Or, the waste can corrode
metal. Examples include: acids or alkali cleaning baths and battery acid. Corrosive hazardous
wastes are assigned the EPA hazardous waste code of D002.

Reactivity:

Examples: cyanide or sulfide wastes and peroxides.

The waste is unstable, reacts violently, explodes or produces toxic vapors under certain conditions.

Reactive hazardous wastes are assigned the EPA hazardous waste code of D003.

Toxicity:

cides).

The waste has specific toxic contaminants present in high enough concentrations to be harmful to
humans or the environment. The toxic contaminants and their thresheld levels are included in Ohio’s
hazardous waste regulations (OAC rufe 3745-51-24). Examples include wastes that contain heavy
metals (e.g., lead, chromium, mercury, cadmium) or certain chemicals (e.g., benzene, MEK, pesti-

Toxic hazardous wastes are assigned the EPA hazardous waste codes of D004 through D043, depend-
ing on the contaminant(s) present.

How do | evaluate my
waste?

First, you must know about ALL the
wastes that come from your busi-
ness. Go through your business
and make a list of all your wastes
(include even those that you think
are not hazardous). Go through

the list and carefully evaluate each
waste stream. Some wastes are
excluded from the hazardous waste
regulations. These include, for
example, certain wastes that are
recycled. You should see if any of
your wastes fall under these exclu-
sions in the hazardous waste
regulations (OAC 3745-51-04). For
wastes that aren’t excluded, you
need to be able to answer the
following questions:

« Is the waste on Chio EPA's F, K,
P or U lists of hazardous
wastes?

Note: In most cases, any waste
that is mixed with or derived
from a listed waste is also
considered listed—and hazard-
ous. An example of “mixed with”

Is mixing an F-listed solvent with
antifreeze. An example of
“derived from” includes distilla-
tion bottoms from distilling an F-
listed soivent.

* Does the waste have any of the
hazardous waste characteris-
tics?

Collect information that might be
helpful to you in evaluating your
waste, This may include informa-
tion from your vendor, supplier or
Material Safety Data Sheets
{(MSDS) with product information.
Keep any information that you use
to make your waste evaluation in
your files. If your business is ever
inspected by a hazardous waste
inspector, the inspector will want to
review this information.

If you do not have enough informa-
tion from the process to evaluate a
waste, you will need to have the
waste sampled and sent to an
environmental testing lab for analy-
sis. Keep any lab results you have
on your waste in a file.

Some of the common hazardous
wastes that are generated from
small businesses are listed below.
These are just some examples of
hazardous wastes that may be
generated by your business. How-
ever, there may be others that are
not listed below.

What are some options for
reducing the amount of
waste my business
generates?

There are many opportunities for
businesses to reduce the amount of
hazardous waste they generate,
even for small businesses. These
options can range from simply
improving housekeeping practices
to making process changes.

Reducing waste can save your
company money, reduce environ-
mental liability and regulatory
burdens.
