The Ohio Environmental Protection Agency. (Ohio EPA), Northwest District Office (NWDO)
received the 2006 Annual Solid Waste Operational Report (report) on March 30, 2007, for
the Lafarge Corporation Residual Waste Landfill (Facility). The Report has been reviewed
by the Division of Solid and Infectious Waste Management (DSIWM) and the Division of
Drinking and Ground Waters (DDAGW) to determine its compliance with the regulations
required by Ohio Administrative Code (OAC) Rule 3745-30-14(M) and OAC Rule 3745-30-
08(B)(5). The following are deficiencies noted in the review.

COMMENTS

In Section 12, Disposal Capacity, the Facility has reported a 0.441 ton/cy
compaction ratio, compared to a compaction ratio of 0.807 ton/cy for the .2005
operational year. This change has a large effect on the calculated remaining life for
the Facility. Please explain the significant difference between the compaction
ratios. .	 .

2; The Topographic Map, Sheet I of 2, provided in Section 14 correctly shows most of
the information required in OAC Rule 3745-30-14(M)(1). However, it is impossible
to read the contours in the active area of filling in Phase 2, and therefore difficult to
determine compliance with the permitted maximum elevation. Please provide a
drawing of Phase 2 of the landfill, including the active area of fill, at an appropriate
scale to allow review. Comply with all the requirements in OAC Rule 3745-30-
14(M)(1)(1), including the specified comparison between the actual and authorized
limits of waste, and all required information quantifying waste that exceed the
authorized limits of waste
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The area of Phase 2 identified as under intermediate cover varies in elevation from
approximately 752' to 756'. The maximum permitted waste elevation is 750'.
Please provide information on the depth of intermediate cover in this area, and
confirm that Cement Kiln Dust (CKD) does not exceed the permitted elevation of
750'.

VIOLATION

Ohio Administrative Code (OAC) 3745-30-14(B)(2) states, in pertinent part:

The owner or operator shall conduct all construction and operation at a residual
solid waste landfill facility in strict compliance with the applicable authorizing
document(s), including permit(s) to install...

The Topographic Map, sheet I of 2, provided in the report indicates, in Note 7, that the
Facility has placed CKD outside the certified liner area of the active fill area of Phase 2.

The ownerloperator of the Lafarge Landfill is in violation of OAC 3745-30-14(B)(2) for
failing to conduct all operations in accordance with the facility's permit to install
number 03-9614, by filling CKD outside the certified liner area of the active fill area of
Phase 2.

The Facility indicated on the Topographic Map that the CKD that is outside the certified
liner area will be relocated to Stage 5 of Phase 2 once construction is completed in 2007.
Please be advised that this violation will continue to exist until such time that the CKD is
relocated to an approved area of the Facility.
