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Subject:	 Notice of Violation for Failure to Respond to a Significant Deficiency

Dear Mr. Stitzlein:

This letter is notification that the Tricor Industrial, Inc. PWS has not complied with requirements
issued during this Agency's last survey performed on August 17, 2011, in violation of rule
3745-81-60 of the Ohio Administrative Code (OAC), Tricor industrial, Inc, PWS was notified in
correspondence dated September 13, 2011, to respond in writing within 30 days of receipt of
your letter, with time frames for the following requirements:

REQUIREMENT(S)
VOC Contaminant Monitoring - Our Groundwater Section recommended, and the
Division concurred, to reduce the required monitoring, of your potable well from once per
quarter to two times per year. The monitoring is being conducted by Harsco Corporation,
although we have not seen any monitoring data for 2011. In a September 7, 2011
e-mail from Steve Stan'islawczyk of Harsco Corporation, Mr. Stanisiawczyk stated that
the results would be sent to our office shortly.

At this time, we have received results from December 2011 only, not two times per year
as required. Please investigate why this happened and report how the sampling will be
conducted as required..

Well Cap - During the survey, we noted that your well cap is older and in order to keep
contaminants from entering your well, you need to ensure your well is kept in good
condition. Once the well cap no longer serves to inhibit contaminants from entering your
welt, please replace it with a new gasketed and vented water tight cap that meets the
specifications set forth in OAC 3745-9-05(P). This regulation states:

A well shall have a well cap or seal to prevent the entrance of water, dirt,
animals, insects, or other foreign matter. The top of the casing at its finished
height shall be cut so that the surface will fit flush with the well cap and provide a
tight seat. The well cap or seal shall fit securely to the top of the well casing, be
secured with screws or other appropriate connections, and vent to the
atmosphere."
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• Lead and Copper Monitoring - Your PWS exceeded the action level, for lead during
monitoring in 2306 and 2007. A corrosion control recommendation and equipment to
implement the recommendation (ortho-phosphate feed pump) were approved by the
Director on June 29, 2010 in Detail Plans No. 731304-ws. According to the plan
approval conditions, the treatment equipment must be installed within 2 years of the
Director's letter date. You must notify this office of the date of installation. Please
notify this office about your current status in regards to this installation. Also please be
reminded that your public education notice must be reposted (and a verification and
copy of the education notice submitted to this office) by November 29, 2011. Enclosed
are forms for your use,

Operator Certification .- During the survey, we discussed your need for a Class A
Certified Operator. You are operating a water system, but do not yet hold a valid
certificate, You must complete the attached forms and submit them to our central office
in order to obtain your Class A certificate.

Please note that once the lead corrosion control equipment has been installed and is in
operation, you will need a Class I Operator to operate the water. system. Please
contact our Operator Certification Unit. at 1-866-411-OPCT(6728) for information on
upcoming exam dates for 2012.

Operation and Maintenance Record-Keepjpg - In accordance with OAC 3745-07-09(A),

'The owner and operator of record of a public water system, treatment
works or sewerage system shall maintain or cause to be maintained
operation and maintenance records for each public water system, water
treatment plant within a public water system, treatment works, or
wastewater treatment facility within a treatment works. Some of the
formats in which the records may be maintained include, but are not
limited to, hard bound books with consecutive page numbering, time
cards, separate operation and maintenance records, or well organized
computer logs.

The records shall be housed and maintained in such a manner as to be
protected from weather damage and guarantee the, authenticity and
accuracy of the records contained within.

2 The records shall be accessible onsite for twenty-four hour inspection
by agency or emergency response personnel.

3 At a minimum, the following information shall be recorded:
a) Identification of the public water system, sewerage system, or

treatment works;
b) Date and times of arrival and departure for the operator of record

and any other operator required by this chapter;
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C) Specific operation and maintenance activities that affect or have
the potential to affect the quality or quantity of sewage or water
conveyed, effluent or water produced;

d) Results of tests performed and samples taken, unless documented
on a laboratory sheet;

e) Performance of preventative maintenance and repairs or requests
for repair of the equipment that affect or have the potential to affect
the quality or quantity of sewage or water conveyed, effluent or
water produced; and

f) identification of the persons making entries.'

Please notify this office about how you intend to maintain your records.

RECOMMENDATION(S)

SWAP - The 1996 Amendments to the Safe Drinking Water Act require Ohio EPA to
conduct source water assessments for all public water systems. The assessment of
your water system will assist you in identifying the potential threats to your water supply,
and help you develop protective strategies for your water supply, These reports
contain checklists of protective strategies for contaminant sources identified within the
report. The reports also identify the susceptibility of your sources to contamination.
A SWAP report was issued to your PWS on December 7, 2007, and identified the
susceptibility of your source to contamination as high.

Another copy of the report has been enclosed for your reference. Please review your
report and complete the checklists of protective strategies. Return the checklist to this
office within 30 days of this letter date. Specific questions that you may have about the
SWAP report can be answered by contacting Kathie Epp at (330) 963-1200.

The water system must respond in writing within 15 days from the date of this letter with
the required information. Failure to comply may result in further enforcement action.
