NOTICE OF VIOLATION

Dear Ms. Johnson:

Thank you for your courteous cooperation and assistance during our inspection on January 16,
2007. The purpose of the facility inspection was to address the concerns that were outlined in
your October 31, 2006, certified letter to Director Joseph P. Koricelik.

In addition to the information that you provided on pages 5 and 6 of your disclosure package,
there were a number of additional concerns that will need to be addressed that were discovered
during our Jan. 16, 2007, facility inspection.

These concerns include-

The. possible triggering of Title V requirements by emitting greater than 10 tons of any
individual Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP) or 25 tons of all combined HAP's in any 12-
month period of operation;
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The possible exceedance of the overall Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) emission
limitations as outlined in Permit to Install (PTI) 05-10787; and
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The possible installation and operation of air emissions units without applying for and
obtaining proper air pollution permits.

During our exit interview, we discussed these concerns and stated that we would be requesting
additional information so that these concerns may be addressed as soon as possible.
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This office request the following preliminary information be submitted to initiate resolutions to the
above listed concerns:

Please review your history inventory and existing records to determine the actual rolling 12-
month HAP, HAP's, and VOC emission for each 12-month period since the issuance-of PTI
05-10787, Oct: 31, 2000; and

2. Review the following emissions units (operations) for the applicability of Ohio Administrative
Codes (OAC) rules 3745-31-02 and 3745-35-02, which require PTI's and Permit's to
Operate (PTO's) for air pollution emissions units.

Please submit the above information to this office by March 9, 2007.

The three operations that will need to be reviewed are:

1. the welding operations;
2. the two facility-wide heaters; and
3. the paint mixing operations.

The 4 aluminum die-casting machines, which were using a release agent during the inspection, are
exempt from air pollution permit requirements under OAC rule 3745-31-03(A)(1)(bb).

For the welding operations, you may want to review the applicability of both or either OAC rules
3745-15-05, the "de minimis" rule, and/or 3745-31 -03(A)(1)(hh).

If the facility heaters (boilers) have an individual capacity of less than 10 MMBTU per hour and
employ only natural gas, distillate oil (with less than or equal 0.5 percent by weight sulfur), or liquid
petroleum gas, then they are exempt from air pollution permit requirements under OAC rule 3745-
31 -03(A)(1 )(a). Otherwise, either boiler that does not meet the requirements of this PTI exemption,
will need to have appropriate air pollution permits applied for and obtained.

The paint mixing operation does not appear to meet any of the mixing exemptions under OAC rule
3745-31-03 and it may be difficult to demonstrate potential emissions below the "de rninimis"
thresholds under OAC rule 3745-15-05.
