48. Consult with your Ohio EPA district representative to discuss your options for coming into compliance
and establishing a compiiance schedule or comply with any existing enforcemeant action that has been
issued o you.

What does this mean?

The levels detected do not pose an immediate risk to your health. However, some people who drink water
containing ARSENIC in excess of the MCL over many years could experience skin damage or problems with
their circulatory system, and may have an increased risk of getting cancer.
