RE: Notice of Violation Germantown NPDES NO. IPD00004

Ladies and Gentlemen:

The Village of Germantown is in violation of its National Pollutant Discharge Elimination
System (NPDES) permit IPD00004. Specifically Items A and F of Part Ii of IPD00004
have been violated.

The Part Ii, Item A violation is due to Germantown not having submitted an Operator of
Record form for their collection system.

Part II, Item A(2) states in part:
"c. Within three days of a change in an operator of record, the permittee shall notify the
Director of the Ohio EPA of any such change on a 'form acceptable to Ohio EPA. The
appropriate form can be found at the following website:

The Part II, Item F violation is due to Germantown not adhering to any of the
requirements outlined in Item F for an SSO event that occurred two months ago when
sewage backed up into Germantown resident Yvonne Reedy's basement.
Germantown's collection system operator indicated that the backup occurred due to a
problem in Germantown's collection system. I contacted Germantown's City Manager,
and after discussing the situation with her, it was my understanding that Germantown
would hire a company to remove the sewage from the basement, sanitize the
basement, and correct the problem in the collection system that caused the backup. As
that showed that Germantown was willing to mitigate the problem caused by their
collection system, no Notice of Violation was issued at that time.

SSOs must be reported using the Sanitary Sewer Overflow 5-Day Follow Up Report,
which can be downloaded at the following site:

You will note that one item in the SSO 5-Day Follow Up Report states "Steps taken or
planned to
mitigate the impact(s) of the overflow(s) - include schedule of major milestones". This
is consistent with Part II, Item F(1)(b)(viii) of NPDES permit IPD00004 which states
"Steps taken or planned to mitigate the impact(s) of the overflow and a schedule of
major milestones for those steps." It is my understanding that Germantown has . now
refused to mitigate this SSO event and correct the underlying problem in the collection
system that caused the SSO event in the first place.

Within 14 days of the date of this Notice of Violation, please inform this office, in writing,
as to the reason for the above referenced violations, as well as a description of the
actions taken or proposed to prevent any further violations. Your response should
include the dates, either actual or proposed, for completion of the actions. Please be
advised that failure to comply with any of the requirements for your NPDES permit may
be cause for enforcement action pursuant to the Ohio Revised Code Chapter 6111.
