Dear Mr. Lloyd:

On March 16, 2011, this writer and Joe Trocchio, Environmental Engineer with the Ohio
EPA, conducted a compliance evaluation inspection at the Atwood WWTP. The plant is
located at 3103 New Cumberland Road and discharges to Conotton Creek. At the time
of the inspection, the plant appeared to be operating as designed.

A review of the monthly operating reports for July 2010 through February 2011 reveals
the following violations of the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES)
permit:

This represents only four violations in the last 7 months.

At the time of the inspection, the following observations and comments were noted.

1) All treatment units were in operation. The comminutor was operating and the
aeration tanks had good color. The settling tanks had some plastics and other
inert materials floating on top. Solids handling facilities included aerated sludge
holding and sludge drying beds. The aerated sludge holding tank was idle at the
time of inspection. The sludge drying beds also contained some plastics and
other inert materials.

2) The tertiary filters were operating satisfactorily. The facility appeared to be
producing a quality effluent.
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3) Sludge is disposed of by land application without any further removal of plastics
and other inert materials. At the time of the inspection, inert materials were
building up in the settling tanks and the sludge drying beds. Please note that on
July 1, 2011, land application rules will go into effect that classify the land
application of inert materials as open dumping. This office recommends that a
fine screen is installed to prevent inert materials from mixing with the sludge. For
further information on land application of sludge, please contact Chris Moody,
Ohio EPA Environmental Specialist.

Our office is in the process of drafting your NPDES renewal permit. Upon public notice,
please review your permit carefully for any changes.
