I am writing this letter in response to a complaint received by this office on
July 7, 2010 The complaint alleges that dust from your sandblasting operation is
blowing onto neighboring properties and that paint is spilled on the ground and not
cleaned up.

On July 14, 2010, I investigated this complaint and spoke to you. The sandblasting
building is on the east side of your facility. The building has large doors on two sides.
There was spent, black sandblast sand on the ground outside the doors and around the
building. You told me that the sandblasting usually occurs inside the building with the
doors closed, but that sometimes the materials that are being sandblasted do not fit
inside the building and they are sandblasted outdoors. The workers use SCBA units while
blasting inside. The air in the sandblasting building is not vented to the outside and
there is no type of control equipment (a baghouse) in use.

As I explained during my visit, you cannot sandblast outside. All sandblasting must be
done inside and the dust must be contained to the inside of the building. The spent
sandblasting materials on the ground must be cleaned up and disposed of in a licensed
landfill,

Sandblasting operations are considered air contaminant sources, as defined in Ohio
Administrative Code (OAC) rule 3745-31-01(D). The installation of an air contaminant
source without obtaining a permit-to-install is a violation of OAC rule 3745-31-02(A),
unless the source is exempted pursuant to OAC rule 3745-31-03. The exemption that
may apply to your painting and sandblasting operations is stated below:

(z) Uncontrolled grinding, machining, and sanding operations, abrasive
cleaning operations (dry or wet), pneumatic conveying and woodworking
operations that have no visible emissions, vent to the inside of a building
and emit less than ten pounds per day of non particulate air contaminants.
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If you wish to demonstrate that you meet the exemption in OAC rule 3745-31-03(A)(1)(z)
and avoid the requirement to obtain a permit, you must indicate in writing that your facility
will (1) not conduct any sandblasting outside, (2) ensure that the sandblasting building
doors are kept closed during sandblasting operations, and (3) that all employees are
made aware of this requirement and that they take appropriate measures to ensure that
the dust does not escape the building through cracks or openings of any kind.

Please submit the written commitment if you can meet the above-mentioned exemption
criteria and specify a date when I can inspect the building while sandblasting is being
conducted so that I can ensure that there are no visible emissions being emitted from the
building.

Also, after I met with you, while driving on the adjoining street to the east of the sandblast
building, I observed an area where scrap wood and pallets were being burned. Please
note that a business cannot open burn any materials for waste disposal purposes. Open
burning of this type in this location is in violation of Ohio Administrative Code Rule
3745-19-04 and is punishable by a fine. I am enclosing a copy of this rule for you. The
burn site needs to be cleaned up and any remaining scrap wood, pallets and other solid
waste materials must be disposed of in a licensed landfill. If you continue to open burn
improper waste materials at this location, legal action may be taken against you.
