Water systé_fn zs in vioia,ti.on‘of rule 3745-81-12 of the Ohio
Administrative Code (OAC). Vinton County Water Comp has exceeded the maximum contaminant
level (MCL) for TTHM within the April 1 through June 30, 2007 time period.

Paragraph B of rule 3745-81-12 establishes an MCL of 0.080 milligrams per liter (mg/L) for TTHM.
Compliance with the MCL is based on the running annual average of four consecutive guariers of
samples. The current running annual average for TTHM is 0.085 mg/L.,

As a result of this violation, rule 3745-81-32 of the OAC requires that a public notice be issued by
your facility informing your consumers of the violation. Included with this violation is a public notice
containing the mandatory health effects language that must appear in the notice. If you wish to
make additional statements in the notice, this office must be contacted first. The public notice must
be issued within 30 days as specified in the enclosed "Public Notice instructions and Verification
Form for Community Public Water Systems with Tier 2 Violations". Please complete and return this
form along with a copy of the public nolice, once it is issued.

Vinton County Water Comp public water system is required to continue monitoring according to
your most recent Chemical Monitoring Distribution Schedule.
