On October 14 and October 19, 2009, this writer, representing Ohio EPA, Division of Hazardous Waste
Management (DHWM), visited Vexor Technology, Inc. (Vexor) located at 955 West Smith Road in
Medina, Ohio to conduct a compliance evaluation inspection (CE1). Vexor was represented by you.

The purpose of the inspection was to determine Vexor's compliance with Ohio's hazardous waste laws
as found in Chapter 3734 of the Ohio Revised Code (ORC), and the rules promulgated thereunder in
the Ohio Administrative Code (OAC), as well as, the terms of the Director's Final Findings and Orders
dated October 23, 2006. The inspection included a review of the facility's operations, as well as the
management of wastes. Vexor was inspected for the following requirements: conditionally exempt
small quantity generator of hazardous waste; hazardous waste transporter; used oil generator,
transporter, and processor; and large quantity handler of universal waste.

Pursuant to Ohio EPA's request, on November 2, 2009, Vexor submitted documentation concerning off-
specification container shipments and personnel training. On November 11, 2009, Vexor submitted
additional documentation concerning off-specification container shipments and a revised Facility
Compliance Plan (FCP). On December 18, 2009, I met with you to discuss the revised FCP and
information related to the off-specification container shipments.

Based on the inspection, Ohio EPA identified the following violation:

OAC rule 3745-279-54(F)(1), Used Oil Management by Processors:

Vexor failed to store used oil in containers that were labeled with the words "Used Oil." During the
October 14 inspection, Ohio EPA observed 12, 55-gallon drums that were not labeled with the words
"Used Oil." On November 2, 2009, Vexor submitted photographs to demonstrate that the drums were
labeled as Used Oil." This violation has been adequately abated. No further information is
requested.

Ohio EPA has the following comments concerning Vexor's compliance with the FCP:

In a limited number of instances, the completed waste profile form submitted to Vexor did not
provide a sufficient level of detail. Specifically, non-descriptive information was provided
concerning the process generating the waste and the waste generated. Vexor must ensure that
a sufficient level of detail is provided on the waste profile form.

2.	 Only spent materials meeting the definition of Used Oil may be managed under OAC Chapter
3745-279.
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We discussed the above comments during our December 18, 2009 meeting. Vexor will cover these
issues during the annual refresher training on the FOP.

Vexor Technology, Inc. engages in the following activities and/or generates the following
wastes:
• Incoming wastes are evaluated per the Facility Compliance Plan (FCP). Off-specification

wastes (i.e., hazardous wastes) are isolated in a designated area until being shipped off .-
site to an appropriate facility.

•	 Non-hazardous wastes are accepted for solidification purposes. The resulting solidified
wastes are sent to a landfill, waste to energy facility or blended into a waste derived fuel.
Wastes are solidified in engineered steel-lined pits at the facility. Additionally, non-
hazardous liquid wastes are accumulated in an on-site tank farm and then directed to an
off-site wastewater treatment facility.

•	 Used oil is accumulated and processed at the facility's on-site tank farm. The processed
used oil is sent off-site as an off-specification used oil. As such, the facility was inspected
for the requirements of a used oil generator, transporter and processor.

•	 Universal waste batteries, lamps and thermometers are accepted at the facility. Other
mercury containing items are also accepted. The universal wastes are consolidated and
sent off-site to a universal waste destination facility. As such, the facility was inspected
for the requirements of a large quantity handler of universal waste.

•	 Off-specification fuels are accepted as commercial chemical products (CCPs). The
CCPs are subsequently burned for energy recovery. Any wastes derived from the
recovery of the fuel must be evaluated.

•	 The facility was inspected for the requirements of a conditionally exempt small quantity
generator (CESQG). Wastes are generated from the Maintenance Area. These include
used oil, solvent contaminated rags and empty aerosol cans which are sent for recycling
(i.e., used oil generator, laundering and scrap metal). An additional waste stream
includes used oil tank bottoms (i.e., sludge) when the used oil is sent for disposal rather
than recycling. The CESQG classification may change based upon future wastes
generated at the facility (i.e., used oil tank bottoms or off-specification fuel processing
wastes).

•	 The facility transports hazardous wastes and acts as a transfer facility.
