On July 19, 2010, an inspection was made of the wastewater treatment facilities serving
Camp Sabroske. At the time of my visit, the plant was operating; however, effluent in the
clarifier was very turbid and no discharge was occurring.

Your NPDES permit required the addition of surface sandfilters and
disinfection/dechlorination facilities by May 1, 2010- Camp Sabroske is currently in
violation of the Schedule of Compliance.

There was a backhoe near the plant and some excavation had begun. Please notify me
in writing when the improvements have been completed.
