Dear Mr. George:

On August 16, 2010, Ohio EPA conducted an inspection of the Irving Elementary
School project, located at 720 Washington Avenue, City of Lorain, Lorain County (site).
Ohio EPA records indicate that the site is covered by the General National Pollutant
Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit for Storm Water Associated with
Construction Activity (General Storm Water Permit), permit No. 3GC04784*AG. I was
accompanied by Aric Rothlisberger of Telamon Construction, Inc. The inspection
documented the following:

• Improper inlet protection has been installed (Figure 1). Refer to the site's storm
water pollution prevention plan (SWP3) for details regarding the proper methods
of inlet protection for storm sewer inlets. Should the detailed methods of inlet
protection be unfeasible, consult the site's engineer for alternate approved
methods of inlet protection.

• Silt fence has been improperly installed (Figure 2). The silt fence has not been
properly entrenched. Reinstall silt fence in accordance with the site's SWP3.

• Stabilize all areas that will remain idle for a period of 21 days or longer.

• At the time of the inspection, the Albert M. Higley Co. had not filed a co-permittee
notice of intent (NOl). A co-permittee NO[ must be obtained by the operator of
the site. "Operator" is defined as the party that manages the day to day
operations of the site. A co-permittee application form and instructions can be
obtained from:

• Along with the NO[, a written document containing the signatures of all
contractors and subcontractors involved in the implementation of the SWP3,
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acknowledging review and understanding of the plan, must be produced. A
signed copy must be maintained on-site with the SWP3 at all times. A sample
certification approved by the United States Environmental Protection Agency can
be obtained from the following Web address:

A written report detailing how the above deficiencies will be addressed must be
submitted to Ohio EPA within seven days of receiving this letter. The above deficiencies
must be addressed within 14 days of receiving this letter. Also, please submit a copy of
the site's SWP3 within 14 days of receiving this letter. Should you have any questions
