Dear Mr. Johnson:

On December 2, 2010, 1 inspected North Port Condos at 940 Main Street, Huron, Ohio (photos
taken). The purpose of my visit was to evaluate compliance of the site with the National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System permit for storm water discharges associated with
construction activity (Construction General Permit, or CGP), Facility ID No. 2GC01622. The
inspection was conducted under the provisions of Ohio's water pollution control statutes, Ohio
Revised Code (ORC) Chapter 6111. According to our records, no other permittees have been
granted CGP coverage for this site.

As a result of the inspection, I have the following comments:

At the time of inspection, streets and utilities had been installed. Five units appeared to
be complete. The remainder of the site was inactive and had been stabilized. Due to the
absence of personnel or a construction trailer, the Storm Water Pollution Prevention
Plans (SWP3) and inspection logs were not available for review.

2. Inlet protection was in disrepair. This will need to be fixed before earthwork resumes.
Please see Part Ill. G. 2. of the permit.

3. The majority of the site appeared to drain to an extended detention pond. Without
reviewing the SWP3 in depth, I cannot verify whether the extended detention pond is of
sufficient depth, volume, and configuration to fulfill the requirements of a sediment
settling basin. Based on the shape of the pond, it did not appear to have met the 2:1
length to width ratio between inlets and the outlet. As mentioned in my previous letter,
the primary sediment control required for most of this development is a sediment settling
pond. When individual lot construction resumes, it will be necessary to install an
adequate sediment settling pond. As mentioned in my March 2008 and July 2009 letters,
the grate is missing from the top of the concrete outlet structure and needs to be
replaced.
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Permit Requires: To. qualify as a sediment settling pond, structures must meet the
following specifications: sized at 67 c.y. per total contributing drainage acre (below the
principal spillway); depth less than or equal to 5 feet (optimal depths are between 3 and
5 feet); and at least a 2:1 length to width ratio as the distance between inlets and the
outlet. In accordance with ODNRs Rainwater and Land Development Manual, the
required volume should dewater in 48 to 72 hours. Please see Pail ill. G.2.d.ii. of the
permit.

4.	 Construction debris piles, including shingles and wood, were present onsite (see
photos). Your SWP3 must provide Best Management Practices for solid waste and
demolition debris, including proper disposal. This is a violation of Part 111.G,2.g. of the
permit. I recommend placing waste into a covered dumpster until it can be properly
disposed.

Within 10 days of the date on this letter, please submit to this office written notification as to
the reasons for the above mentioned comments as well as the actions taken or proposed to
prevent any future violations.
