	 Compliance monitoring inspection on Tuesday, January 13, 2009 at Cavalon Cleaners AKA
LeClare Dry Cleaning. 3672 Cleveland AVE SW, 44707 - Ohio EPA Facility ID 1576051312.

Dear Ms. Mosey:

On January 13, 2009, 1 conducted a site visit of your Canton location dry cleaning facility at 3672
Cleveland AVE SW, 44707. The purpose of the inspection was to observe the operation of your
perchloroethylene dry cleaning machine (Emission Unit DOW) for compliance with: 1) The Ohio EPA
regulations, and; 2) The US EPA MACT standards. Though the facility manager and attendant had
informed me that this location was primarily a "pick-up" and "drop-off' facility and the VIC 1235 F/S dry
cleaning machine has not been used for more than 2 months, This letter is to inform you of the violations
which were noted during that inspection and of the actions that will need to be taken by the Cavalon
Cleaners operation in order to rectitS' such problem areas.

CAVALON CLEANERS

Finding #1: Emission Unit DOOl (VIC 1235 F/S) 1. No leak detection inspection records were
available, 2. No annual usage records of perc, in gallons, and the annual amount of fabric
dry cleaned with perc, in pounds, were available.

Violation of: Ohio Administrative Code 3745-21-09 (AA)(4)
Each owner or operator of a perchloroethylene dry cleaning facility shall maintain the
following records in a readily accessible location for at least three years and shall make
these records available to the director or an authorized representative of the director at any
reasonable time: (a) A record of control equipment maintenance, such as replacement of
the carbon in a carbon adsorption unit; (b) A record of the results of visual leak inspections
conducted in accordance with paragraph (AA)(3) of this rule; (c) The results of all tests
conducted to determine compliance with the limitations contained in paragraphs
(AA)(l)(a)(i). (AA)(1)(b). and (AA)(1)(c) of this rule; and (d) The annual usage of
perchloroethylene. in gallons, and the annual amount of fabric dry Cleaned with
perch loroethylere, in pounds.

Finding 2: Cavalon Cleaners has not submitted a 2006 - 2007 Non-Title V Air Emissions Report
("Blue-Card). Undelivered mail has been returned to the Ohio EPA and this Agency. As
of 12/11/08, this report has been PAST DUE.



Finding 93:	 Air emissions permit to operate P0101238 has expired as of 11/10/08 and to this date, a
renewal application has not been received by this Agency.

Violation of. Ohio Administrative Code 3745-31
A renewal application must be submitted for each emission unit by the expiration date in
order to continue operating the emission unit. The application you need to submit is called
a PTIO application.

A renewal application
must be received by the expiration date for each emissions unit in order for that emissions unit to
continue operating. In this letter you will find answers to these questions:

• Where do I get a renewal application and how should I submit it?

Pursuant to Chapter 3745-31 of the Ohio Administrative Code, a renewal application must be submitted (i.e.,
postmarked if sent by mail, or uploaded if submitted via the eBusiness Center) for each emissions unit by the
expiration date in order to continue operating the emissions unit. The application you need to submit is called
a PTI/PTIO application.

There are two ways this application can be submitted:

In June, 2008 the Ohio EPA, Division of Air Pollution Control (DAPC) released software on the Ohio
EPA's eBusiness Center where permit applications can be filled out and submitted electronically. This
service, available on the Internet, is called Air Services. A fact sheet about the eBusiness Center has
been included with this notice. This software was developed to be user friendly and allow you to not
only submit permit applications, but also any emissions reporting or permit related reporting you may
need to do. We highly recommend you go to the eBusiness Center (https://ebiz.epa.ohio.gov ) and

check it out!

2. The hard copy PTI/PTIO application is available to download from the DAPC web page. This
application can be downloaded from the Web page http://www.epa.state.oh.us/dapc/ and select

. When my permit is renewed what type of permit will I receive?

In June 2008 DAPC implemented an efficiency improvement in the way we do permitting. We were requiring
an application from you to receive a permit-to-install, and then after that requiring a second application and
permitting process for a permit-to -operate the equipment. That is no longer the case. We implemented the
Permit-to-Install and Operate (PTIO) program which cuts the work in half for both you and DAPC. If, after
reviewing your renewal application, it is determined that you need a permit you will receive one PTIO for each
emissions unit. That PTIO will supersede any previously issued permits for that emissions unit.
