Dear Mr. Crawford:

On July 17, 2012, you accompanied Melissa Boyers and me during the Ohic Environmental
Protection Agency’s (Ohio EPA's) hazardous waste compliance evaluation inspection of your
facility, General Truck Sales (hereafter referenced as GTS) located in Maumee, Ohio.
Specifically, we inspected your facility to determine its compliance with Ohio's hazardous waste
laws as found in Chapter 3734 of the Ohio Revised Code (ORC}), and Chapter 3745 of the Ohio
Administrative Code. Pollution prevention options were also discussed during this inspection.
This letter will explain the violation found.

GTS is a truck dealer as well as parts and service center. GTS provides engine work, brake
service, oil changes, etc. No painting is done on-site. GTS generates used oil which is collected
in a tank and burned on-site in a space heater. GTS also generates spent parts washer solvent,
shop towels, used oil filters and fluorescent lamps.

| found the following violation of Ohio’s hazardous waste laws:

1. OAC Rule 3745-279-22(C)(1), Used Qil Labeling:

Containers and tanks that are holding used oil, must be labeled with the words
“Used Oil".

GTS had one tank, one container collecting used oil from filters, and one portable
container of used oil which were not properly labeled “Used Qil".

To abate this violation, GTS must properly label the tank and the two containers with the
words “Used Oil". You must submit to me a photograph showing this has been done.
This can be emailed or sent via regular mail to my attention.

Additional Information Request

At the time of our inspection, GTS did not have paperwork on-site for the solvent based
parts washers {two of them} which are serviced by Vesco. | need this information to
determine GTS’s generator status. GTS must provide me with your last three bill of
ladings/manifests from Vesco. Additionally, GTS must provide copies of the last three
bill of ladings/manifests from Heritage for the water-based parts washers.
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GTS needs to immediately take the necessary measures to return to compliance with
Ohio’s environmental laws. Within 14 days of receipt of this letter, GTS is requested to
provide documentation to this office including the steps taken to abate the violations
cited above. Documentation of steps taken to return to compliance includes written
correspondence, updated policies, and photographs, as appropriate, and may be
submitted via the postal service or electronically to wendy.miller@epa.chio.gov.

Please be advised that violations cited above will continue until the violations have been
properly abated. Failure to comply with Chapter 3734 of the Ohio Revised Code and
rules promulgated thereunder may result in a civil penalty of up to $10,000 per day for
each violation. It is imperative that you return to compliance. If circumstances delay the
abatement of violations, GTS is requested to submit written correspondence of the steps
that will be taken by date certain to attain compliance.
