On June 15, 2011, a site inspection was conducted at the above referenced facility at 16325
County Road 23, Washington Township, Holmes County. The inspection was conducted by
John Schmidt of this office. George Smith and Chris Smith represented Smith's Pleasant Valley
Campground, Inc. (SPVC) during the inspection. The purpose of the inspection was to evaluate
the facility's compliance status with respect to the terms and conditions of the facility's National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit. The last compliance inspection was
conducted on June 17, 2010.

Observations
The following observations were made during the inspection.

1. The plant is operated by Kevin Dean, Rick Day, Rod Shepler, Jason VanSickle. and
Chad Curry of Dean's Backflow Service on behalf of Smith's Pleasant Valley
Campground.

2. Log books and the operation and maintenance manual are maintained at the site and
were available for inspection.

3. The overall condition of the treatment plant during this inspection was satisfactory with
the plant maintained.

4. The pumps for the flow equalization tank were cycled, and one was found in operating
condition. Pump No. 1 was in in the process of being repaired. The pump malfunctioned
about two weeks ago. Alarms were tested and found in operating condition.

5. The content of the aeration tank had a medium brown color and good mixing. Sludge
returns were a medium brown color with minimal foaming. This is an indication of a plant
in proper operation. The blowers were cycled and found in operating condition. The
alarms were tested and found in operating condition.

6. The surface of the clarifier was clear, and effluent channels and weirs were in
acceptable condition.

7. Surface sand filter dosing pumps were cycled and found in operating condition. The
alarms were tested and found in operating condition.
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8. Surface sand filters were clean and operable. The distribution pipe of the North filter was
found unattached to the distribution box, resulting in some scouring of the sand near the
box. The arm was reattached to the box prior to starting the dosing pumps. The effluent
discharged to the sand filter during the inspection was clear and free of color and
turbidity. The seams of the walls were tuck-pointed in 2010, and sand was replaced in
2008. The wastewater percolated freely through the sand indicating that the beds were
not clogged. The distribution arm must be securely attached to the box and the sand
leveled in the bed to eliminate the scoured areas.

9. Chlorination and dechlorination systems were stocked with appropriate chemicals and
operating at the time of the inspection. The tank contents were clear.

10. Samples are collected by Dean's Backflow Service, who performs on-site analysis of pH
and DO and performs observations of flow, color, odor, and turbidity.

11. Cosh Laboratories provides the sample bottles and preservatives and performs
laboratory analysis of collected samples.

12. Mr. Dean submits the data to Ohio EPA's electronic discharge monitoring report (e-
DMR) system.

13. The final discharge pipe at the Mohican River the north of the plant was observed as not
flowing.

NPDES Permit Compliance Review
SPVC operates under Permit 3PR00271*CD. A review of the electronic discharge self-
monitoring reports (eDMRs) received by Ohio EPA for the period June 1, 2010 through May 1,
2011 indicates apparent noncompliance of the terms and conditions of your NPDES permit as
identified below:

Limit Violations
The following limit violations were noted for the reporting period reviewed:
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Part Ill, Item 12 of your permit requires you to notify Ohio EPA of violations of your permit,
including a rationale as to why these violations occurred, along with measures to ensure that
they are not repeated. To-date, no notifications have been provided to Ohio EPA. These
exceedances must be explained, along with measures to ensure that they are not repeated.

Reporting Violations
The following reporting code violations were noted for the reporting period reviewed:

The "AK" reporting code indicates that bacterial levels were too high to count. No rationale has
been provided for these events.

Ohio EPA notes numerous reporting frequency violations related to color, odor, turbidity during
this review period which are not summarized individually. These violations appear to be a failure
to take daily readings of color, odor, and turbidity on days that the VVWTP is not visited by your
contract operator. We discussed this during the inspection and you will begin to record the
required daily readings on the reporting forms provided by your operator, Dean's Backflow
Service. Part Ill, Item 12 of your permit requires you to notify Ohio EPA of violations of your
permit, including a rationale as to why these violations occurred, along with measures to ensure
that they are not repeated. To-date, no notifications have been provided to Ohio EPA. These
reporting code and reporting frequency violations should be explained, along with measures to
ensure that they are not repeated.

If you feel some of Ohio EPA's reporting records are in error, you may wish to reenter this
information through the eDMR system or mail your data to Ohio EPA DSW central office and
request that the data be entered on your behalf. Ohio EPA's eDMR support staff may also be
available to assist you in this matter. Emailing questions to James. Robertsepa. state. oh. us is
the quickest way to get a response if you have a specific question with the eDMR program or
how to make corrections to what is reported in the eDMR program.

To-date no status report has been provided on the ability of the existing wastewater system to
meet the new E. Coli standard and if it cannot meet the standard, propose revisions to the
wastewater treatment system and submit a PTI for those improvements.
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Based on the above information, Smith's Pleasant Valley Campground is considered to be in
marginal compliance with the terms and conditions of its NPDES permit. However, the above
items must be addressed.

Please inform this office, in writing, within 30 days of the date of this letter as to the actions we
discussed that have been or will be taken to correct the above noncompliance or explanations if
you believe the noncompliance issues noted are in error. Your response to this letter should
include the dates that the actions have been or will be completed. Please be advised that past
or present issues of noncompliance can continue as subjects of future enforcement actions by
Ohio EPA.
