The Pious Society of St. Paul must provide a written response to this office indicating
actions that have or will be taken to bring the treatment system into compliance with the
NPDES Permit. The response should be provided no later than January 25, 2008.

The Pious Society of St. Paul must install a de-chlorination system. This requirement
for de-chiorination was addressed in the compliance schedule included in Part 1.C of the
current NPDES Permit.

The response to this Notice of Violation must include a schedule for installing a new de-

chlorination system capable of compliance with the final NPDES Permit limit. The
schedule must not extend more than 12 months from the date of this letter.
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Be advised that in accordance with Ohio Administrative Code 3745-42, a Permit-to-
Install from the Director of Ohio EPA must be received prior to installation of the de-
chlorination system. Continued violations of the NPDES Permit are subject to
enforcement action per Ohio Revised Code 6111.
