On January 26, 2010, Custom Stack Analysis performed a particulate matter compliance test at
Oglebay Norton Industrial Sands, 2446 Glassrock Road, Glenford, OH, on Emissions Unit (EU)
P910, Starkair Fluid Bed Dryer. According to your February 16, 2010 letter, on November 25,
2008 Oglebay Norton replaced failing monitoring and record keeping equipment for scrubber
water flow and pressure drop across the scrubber. At this time, it was discovered that the
pressure drop was significantly lower than expected and below the permitted limit.
Subsequently, a test was conducted to determine the particulate matter emissions from the EU
while operating the scrubber at the lower pressure drop recorded with the new monitoring
equipment. Ohio EPA received the test report February 17, 2010. The test report has been
reviewed and we have concluded that the test was conducted according to the procedures
specified in 40 CFR Part 80, Appendix A, U.S. EPA Test Methods 1 — 5. The results of the test
showed the source to not be in compliance with the applicable Ohio EPA regulations and your
facility permit terms and conditions for particulate matter.

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The tested emissions rate of 0.127 gr/dscm is in violation of your Title V permit, Part Il term
A.l.1. and NSPS Subpart UUU 60.732 (a) that requires PE emissions not to exceed 0.057
gr/dscm.

Ohio EPA received Oglebay Norton Industrial Sands — Glass Rock Plant’s compliance plan and
schedule on February 17, 2010. The plan and schedule states that modifications to the
scrubber that were required were completed on February 6, 2010. Your intent to test notification
was received on March 16, 2010 for your April 15" compliance test. In addition to these steps,
Ohio EPA will also require that you prepare and follow a preventative maintenance plan
including pericdic inspections of the internal workings of the scrubber. Please submit your
maintenance plan to my attention within 30 days of the receipt of this letter.

Acceptance by OChio EPA of a compliance plan and schedule does not constitute a waiver of
Ohio EPA’s authority to seek civil penalties as provided in Section 3704.06 of the Revised Code.
The determination to pursue or to decline to pursue such penalties in this case will be made by
Ohic EPA at a later date.

All test information will be used by Chio EPA personnel for permit processing and source
compliance review.
