Dear Mr. Pore

Lexington Village is in violation of Ohio Revised Code Chapter 6109 as follows:

In violation of OAC 3745-82-02, the public water system has exceeded the secondary standard
for iron which is 0.3 mg/L. All five weeks during the month, iron exceeded the secondary
standard.

Monitoring and compliance determinations for the secondary maximum contaminant level for
iron are as follows:

(a) A public water system shall be in violation of the secondary standard for iron when
more than 25% of the monthly samples collected at each entry point to the
distribution system exceed the secondary maximum contaminant level.

In violation of OAC 3745-82-02, the public water system has exceeded the secondary standard
for manganese which is 0.05 mg/L. All five weeks during the month manganese exceeded the
secondary standard.

Monitoring and compliance determinations for the secondary maximum contaminant level for
manganese are as follows:

(a) A public water system shall be in violation of the secondary standard for
manganese when more than 25% of the monthly samples collected at each entry
point to the distribution system exceed the secondary maximum contaminant level.

Lexington Village must take immediate action to resolve these violations. Ohio EPA may take
action to enforce the requirements of its drinking water rules. A civil penalty could be assessed
as part of this enforcement action. Your response to this letter is required by June 30, 2011
Lexington Village must take immediate action to operate treatment units within acceptable
standards.
