WARNING LETTER

Dear Mr. Fritts:

On July 22, 2013, the Regional Air Pollution Control Agency (RAPCA) observed
a large plume of thick, black smoke originating from the open burning that was
occurring at 1238 Smith Road, Xenia, OH. A site visit to this property revealed an
approximately 5ft X 5ft X 5ft pile of yard waste and weed guard material that was
being burned at the rear of the property.

RAPCA documented open burning in progress during the time of the inspection.
The open burning contained mostly landscape waste and weed guard material. The
fire was unattended upon arrival at 12:20 pm.

This open burning is a violation of the following regulations:

1) Ohio Administrative Code (OAC) rule: 3745-19-04, Open Burning in
Unrestricted Areas.

2) Greene County Board of Health Air Pollution Control Regulations
(GCBHAPCR) rule: 3 745-19-04, Open Burning in Unrestricted Areas.
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The weed guard material that was being burned is considered a petroleum product,
and is prohibited to be burned. In addition the fire must be located at least 1000 ft.
from the nearest neighboring residence. It appeared that the fire was less than 400ft
from a neighboring residence.

This letter serves as an official warning from the RAPCA to cease all open burning
in violation of both state and local air pollution control regulations.
