Dear Mr. Stose:

Thank you for submitting the analytical results in response to the Ohio Environmental Protection
Agency's (Ohio EPA's) April 25, 2013, and June 25, 2013, Notices of Violation (NOVs). The
response from Art Iron, Inc. (All) was received on July 10 1 2013.

The following is a summary of the violations observed during the March 13, 2013, compliance
evaluation inspection (GEl). Your facility's compliance with respect to each violation is outlined
below. In an attempt to streamline this letter, details concerning previously abated violations or
general concerns which have been addressed in previous correspondence have been omitted.
Please submit the required information within 14 days of receipt of this letter.

Violations:

1. Ohio Administrative Code (OAC) Rule 3745-52-11, Hazardous Waste Determination:
"Any person who generates a waste, as defined in rule 3745-51-02 of the Administrative
Code, must determine if that waste is a hazardous waste..."

All failed to adequately evaluate the waste streams listed below to determine if they were a
hazardous waste in accordance with OAC Rule 3745-52-11.

a. Spent lamps-Abated on June 19, 2013-

b. Used oil absorbent-All uses a kitty litter type absorbent to clean up used oil spills around
the facility. The same used oil absorbent is used repeatedly for different spills until it
becomes saturated and no longer absorbs the spilled oil. The waste used oil absorbent
is then disposed of as a non-hazardous waste through Petro-Chem Processing Group or
is thrown into the trash. All generates approximately 10 gallons of this waste stream
every 6 months. Documents show that 165 gallons of this waste was disposed of in
2010 through Petro-Chem Processing Group as a non-hazardous waste.
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c. Plasma arc cutting torch bag house dust- This violation is considered abated on July
10, 2013, please see below.

d. Plasma arc cutting torch bag house filters-The filter system for the air pollution control
device on the plasma cutting torch includes 4 paper filters. These filters are changed
once every 6-12 months and are disposed of in the trash.

e. Overspray/floor sweepings-This violation is considered abated on July 10, 2013,
please see below.

In order for All to determine whether the wastes listed in b. and d. exhibit any hazardous
waste characteristics, All must obtain a chemical analysis of a representative sample of the
wastes. All will need to contract the services of an environmental laboratory to analyze
these materials. For more information concerning waste evaluations and sampling of these
waste streams, please refer to my previous NOVs or call me at the number listed below.

Please notify me at least five days prior to sampling so that I may be present.

If the waste is hazardous, I will determine the status of your compliance with other
hazardous waste laws and notify you of my findings in a separate letter.

On July 10, 2013, Ohio EPA received analytical results from the sampling event on
June 19, 2013. These results show the plasma arc cutting torch bag house dust and
overspraylfloor sweepings are non-hazardous wastes and can be managed as such.

Therefore, portions c. and e. of this violation are considered abated on July 10, 2013.
All must provide waste evaluation documentation for the used oil absorbent and the
plasma arc cutting torch bag house filters as described above. Portions b. and d. of
this violation are not abated.

2. OAC Rule 3745-279-22 (C)(1)-Abated on March 13, 2013.

All needs to immediately take the necessary measures to return to compliance with Ohio's
environmental Jaws. Within 14 days of receipt of this letter, All is requested to provide
documentation to this office including the steps taken to abate the violations cited above.
Documentation of steps taken to return to compliance includes written correspondence, updated
policies, and photographs, as appropriate, and may be submitted via the postal service or
electronically to kara.reynoldsepa. state. oh.us .

Please be advised that violations cited above will continue until the violations have been
properly abated. Failure to comply with Chapter 3734 of the Ohio Revised Code and rules
promulgated thereunder may result in a civil penalty of up to $10,000 per day for each violation.
It is imperative that you return to compliance. If circumstances delay the abatement of
violations, All is requested to submit written correspondence of the steps that will be taken by
date certain to attain compliance.
