Compliance with
the MCL is based on a running annual average. The annual average for TTHM during the First Quarter of
2010 time period is 0.085 MG/L.

To address the MCL violation, Liberty Center Village is required to take the following actions:

Notify your customers within 30 days using the enclosed instructions and public notice.
Complete and send a verification form with a copy of the public notice to the above mailing address
within ten days after issuance.

3. Perform quarterly monitoring for TTHM during each calendar quarter (January 1 - March 31; April 1 -
June 30; July 1 - September 30; October 1 t December 31).

4. Consult with your Ohio EPA district representative to discuss your options for coming into compliance
and establishing a compliance schedule or comply with any existing enforcement action that has been
issued to you.
