Dear Mr. Warren:

On May 3, 2012, an inspection was conducted of the wastewater treatment facilities
serving the former Judson Hills Camp located at 3298 Hanover Township Road 629,
Loudonville, Ashland County. At the time of the inspection, the plant was not running.

The blowers are operated by a timer that is set to run for a few hours each day. The
timer was in an off period during the inspection. It was noted that the sand filter beds
need to be weeded and raked clean. Several large bushes and trees have begun
growing in the filter bed. During the inspection, the dosing station was pumping water
onto the sand filter beds. A clear discharge was observed at the receiving stream. No
tablets were observed in the chlorine tablet feeder. Chlorination of the effluent is
required from May I through October 31. Tablets should be added to the feeder
immediately and will need to be checked periodically to ensure tablets are always
present.

Please be aware that your National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES)
permit requires that a sign be posted at the discharge to the creek. Please refer to Part
U, Item K of your permit for more information on the requirement. This requirement was
noted during our two previous inspections.

A review of the discharge monitoring reports (DMRs) submitted to our office for the time
period of April 2011 through March 2012 revealed that you have reported using the "AL"
code for "no discharge" for every month during this period. You should have reported
"no discharge" for this entire time period only if all the buildings tributary to the treatment
plant were not occupied at all during this period. Any water use in the buildings
connected to the treatment plant would have resulted in a discharge.
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We observed that a new residence has been constructed at 638 Township Road 3292.
This appears to be the location of the former pool that was on the property. If this was
indeed the former pool, please provide our office with information on the sanitary
system serving this residence. This information was requested from you in our previous
inspection fetter dated May 19, 2011.

Within 14 days of receipt of this letter you shall submit the requested information
regarding the occupancy of the buildings during the DMR review, period and the sanitary
system serving the new residence. You will also need to provide a date by which the
outfall sign will be erected and the sand filters cleaned. Please provide confirmation
that tablets have been added to the chlorine tablet feeder. Failure to submit this
information will lead to the issuance of a Notice of Violation and possible enforcement
action.
