NOTICE OF VIOLATION

Dear Mr. Puffer and Mr. Kral:

On June 6, 2012, I performed a compliance inspection for storm water best management
practices (BMPs) at the above referenced site. I was accompanied by Kelly McVay of our
Division of Surface Water. While on site, I met with the following representatives of Turner
Resource: Bryan Hocevar, Superintendent of the site and Mitch Zaharewicz, a co-op with
Turner. Our records indicate that the Westlake Board of Education has obtained coverage under
the Ohio EPA General Storm Water National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES)
Permit for Construction Activities #3GCO5331*AG.

After review of the site and Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWP3), I noted that a
sediment basin, silt fence, and inlet protection have been implemented per the plan; however,
there are several issues that must be resolved to comply with the NPDES permit. My inspection
of the site revealed the following:

Failure to maintain proper sediment controls after an inspection revealed a
deficiency. This is a violation of Part IiI.G.2.i.i of the NPDES permit. The catch basin
along the pipe leading from the basin to the creek is full of sediment. This needs to be
cleaned out immediately. A check needs to be done to find out how this sediment got
into the catch basin in the first place; whether it is from poor inlet protection or from
something going wrong with your basin outlet.

2 At the outlet to the creek, there is improper rip-rap. Please review the enclosed
specifications for outlet protection from Rainwater and Land Development, Ohio's
Standards for Storm water Management, Land Development and Urban Stream
Protection (Ohio Department of Natural Resources, 2006) and modify/install as
necessary to comply with these standards.

3. The area surrounding the stream has been disturbed but not stabilized. This area
appears to be at final grade and must be permanently stabilized. The NPDES permit
requires permanent stabilization of areas at final grade to be initiated within seven days

of reaching final grade. Areas that have been disturbed but will not be reworked within
21 days of last disturbance must be temporarily stabilized between construction
operations. Temporary stabilization must be initiated within seven days of last
disturbance. In either case, stabilization of areas within 50 feet of a stream must be
initiated within two days. A silt fence or other sediment control needs to be put in place
to protect the stream until the seed has reached 70% growth density.

4. There are a few catch basins in the existing parking lot. Until these are disconnected and
taken out of service, inlet protection is necessary. The filter fabric under the grate is not
proper construction of storm drain inlet protection. Please refer to the enclosed
specifications from the Rainwater manual for appropriate construction of storm drain
inlet protection. You may also use proprietary inlet protection devices appropriate for this
type of catch basin.

5. All silt fences should be maintained throughout construction. This means patching any
holes, tightening loose or fallen fence, and replacing broken stakes.

6. Stabilization has occurred in the sediment basin and surrounding area. This was said to
be done in late April. This seed has not taken to have 70% growth density. Another
seeding and mulching should occur. Since the weather has been hot and dry, watering
of the seed will likely be necessary.

7. The concrete, when dumped, is missing the concrete washout pit. Ensure all of the
concrete and liquid makes it into the pit.

8. Keep ditches and catch basins free of trash and debris. Sweep up dirt on pavement
where catch basins are near. Practice good housekeeping.

9. The dumpster is not a sealed container; therefore, it is good practice to cover the
dumpster every day, particularly before it rains. If water hits garbage and produces
runoff, this runoff is now leachate and cannot be disposed of in the storm sewer. In
addition, they should be checked for holes when received. If there are any defects with
the dumpster, contact your dealer.

You are directed to provide me with a letter of response indicating the actions that you have
taken or will take to address the deficiencies noted above. Include any amendments to the
SWP3 with your response. Your response must be received no later than July 11 2042. Failure
to comply with the NPDES permit is a violation of Ohio Revised Code 6111.04 and 6111.07 and
is punishable by fines.
