This letter is written in follow-up to a construction storm water inspection by Brittany Turner, and
Abigail Tamkin of the Ohio EPA, at Newark Processing located at 1367 East Main Strest,
Newark, Ohio on June 27, 2012. The purpose of the inspection was to evaluate compliance with
Ohio EPA’s General Storm Water Permit Associated with Construction Activities. During the
inspection, we noted the foilowing:

Sediment and Erosion Controls:

e The silt fence on the west and south side of the site will require maintenance or
reinstallation to ensure a proper functioning condition. (See Figure 1)

¢ Be aware the General Permit states that all barren areas which remain idle in excess
of 21 days must be protected from erosion within seven days of .the last earth
disturbing activities. In addition, erosion protection must be implemented for ali
areas of final grade within seven (7) days.
