Dear Mr. Barron:

This letter is written in follow-up to a construction storm water inspection by Elizabeth
Pleta and Brittany Turner of the Ohio EPA, at Liberty Place Apartments Phase 2 located
at east of Short Street and south of Fulton Street on July 11, 2012. The purpose of the
inspection was to evaluate compliance with the General Storm Water Permit Associated
with Construction Activities. During the inspection, we noted the following:

Sediment and Erosion Controls:

¢« The area located in the southwest corner of the site requires sediment
controls (See Figure 1). In order to meet the requirements of the General
Permit a silt fence must be established within seven (7) days.

s The sediment controls implemented on this site will require maintenance
or reinstallation to ensure a proper functioning condition.  This general
permit states that all sediment controls will be inspected and maintained
every seven days or within 24 hours of a precipitation event equal to or
greater than 0.5 inches. A log of inspection must be maintained on site for
the agency to review.

e On the day of inspection, our staff noted improper dewatering practices.
Muddy water was pumped directly into a storm drain without treatment,
resulting in a direct violation of the General Permit (See Figure 2). All
dewatering discharges must be treated immediately to ensure there are no
further turbid discharges to waters of the state.

Follow up ipspections will
be conducted to ensure the conditions of the General Permit are continuing to be met,
