Dear Mr. Sexton:

On August 30, 2012, an inspection was made of the Village of Plymouth wastewater treatment plant (WWTP).
Wayne Baker was present during the inspection to answer any questions and provide a tour of the facility. At the
time of the inspection, the treatment plant was online and functioning normally. A very clear discharge was
observed from the treatment plant. No major concerns were noted with the treatment plant operations. Wayne
stated the plant continues to perform well, and the staff has continued excellent work in familiarizing themselves
with the new equipment.

During the inspection, we discussed the need for Wayne and the other operators to keep a log book of the
attendance at the treatment plant The most important missing information is the date and times of arrival and
departure for the operators. During our previous inspection, I suggested that a clipboard be placed next to the
laboratory door so it is convenient to record this information. It is a violation of the terms of your National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit not to keep this information.

As discussed with the Village previously, beginning January 1 2013, the Village will need to have a Class II
operator as the operator of record (ORC) onsite for 20 hours/week. The Village is reminded that an ORC
notification form must be submitted to our office within three days of a change in the operator of record. We have
not received confirmation from the Village as to who is the Class II operator onsite submitting the discharge
monitoring reports (DMRs). You shall complete an updated ORC form and submit it to our office within 14 days of
receipt of this letter. A copy of this form can be found on our website at the following address:

A review of the DMRs submitted to our office for February through July 2012 revealed two violations of the limits
contained in your NPDES permit. One violation was for exceeding the fecal coliform limit in May 2012. The other
violation was for exceeding the ammonia limit in June 2012.
