This letter is written regarding a storm water inspection conducted by Paul Hafner and
Brittany Turner of the Ohio EPA at Roosevelt Rennovation located at 621 Mount Vernon
Road on June 3, 2013. The purpose of the inspection was o evaluate compliance with the
General Storm Water Permit associated with Construction Activities. During the inspection,
our staff noted the following issues associated with construction activities at this site:

Sediment and Erosion Control:

e Failed silt fence was noted along North Quentin Road as well as on Mount
Vernon Road. Correclive measures must be implemented within three days
from receipt of this letter (See Figure 1, 2, and 3).

e The sediment pond is not competed according to the approved plan. Please
ensure completion within seven days from receipt of this letter. The pond must
be modified for sediment control with the installation of the proposed skimmer
with in designated time frame. (See Figure 4).

e Qur staff observed an area of concrete disposal that lacked proper containment
(See Figure 5 and 6). If future onsite disposal is required, containment
measures such as a pit impoundment is expected.

» Concrefe activities were noted on site a washout containment area must be
established to ensure compliance with the Ohio EPA’s General Storm Water
Permit.

s Please ensure all dandy bags that are placed on storm water drainage areas
are piaced properly and non-damaged bags. Our staff noted damaged bags on
two areas near construction on South Quentin Road and no bag over an inlet
on North Quentin Road. (See Figures 7, 8, and 9).
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¢ Qur staff noted there was excess sediment from the site that was collecting on
South Quentin Road. Additional measures are expected o minimize vehicle
tracking onto public streets (See Figure 10).
