In 2012, Schulman Office Building had multiple
issues including an inadequate sediment trap and
concrete wash out area. During this time, Summit
County SWCD was responsible for construction site
inspections and sent Notice of Violation letters on
SWCD letterhead. Afier repeated incidences of non-
compliance, the SWCD notified the City and several
representatives met with the foreman on site to
discuss these issues and explain importance of
implementing the corrective actions. After the on-
site discussion between the City and the foreman, a
follow-up inspection was conducted to ensure that
corrective actions had been taken (which they had)
and no further enforcement action was necessary.

¢ Although the inspector was knowledgeable of the post-construction BMP’s
function, he did not include the outlet structure as part of the inspection.
The plans call for cireular four inch (4”) orifice one foot (1°) above the base
of the structure te allow for one foot (1°) of ponding depth before
overflowing. It was cbserved that the structure had the appropriate
orifice(s); however, additional smaller orifices (approximately one inch (1)
in diameter) were observed at the base of the structure which allowed water
to discharge from the pond prior to reaching the intended ponding depth.
These additional orifices were not noted which may signify that the MS4 did
not verify proper construction of the BMP at the time of completion. Please
be aware that these holes must be plugged immediately so that the structure
will function as intended (Please vefer 1o the cover lefter for additional
information).
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
