Re: Resolution to Notice of Violation (NOV) issued Novemnber 2, 2011
Dear Mr. Kyanko:

This letter shall serve as a Notice of Resolution to the NOV issued to Kokosing Materials Inc.
(0372002004) on November 2, 2011. The NOV was issued in response to a testing event
conducted on October 13, 2011 during which emissions unit P801 (350 TPH Drum Mix Asphalt
Plant) failed to meet the permitted emission limit for SO, while employing slag in the mix design.
This exceedance of the allowable emissions rate for SO, was a violation of the Permit to Instali
and Operate (PTIO) PO105980 (issued June 3, 2010) permit term and condition C.1.b)(1)a.,
OAC rule 3745-31-05(D) and Ohio Revised Code 3704.05.

To address this violation the company conducted a subsequent emissions test on May 6, 2013
which showed compliance with the permitted limit (see test comparison chart below).

Based on the results of the most recent festing event, the violation cited in the NOV letter has
been addressed and considered resolved. In addition, permit modification application
P0113421 to increase the SO2 limit while employing siag is no longer needed and therefore will
be dead ended.

Please note, however, that this does not preclude the Director from seeking civil penalties
pursuant to ORC section 3704.06 for these violations. The decision on whether to pursue or
decline to pursue such penalties regarding this matter is dependent on several factors, one of
which is the company’s future compliance with applicable Ohio EPA requirements.
