st of testing companies. Some of these companies conduct the Stage i training. We will
expect that the training be completed prior to your next Stage Hl test. This is at least the
third warning for each of these stations.

Violations of state air poliution control regulations are punishabie by a civil penalty of up 1o
$25,000 per violation. lssuance of this nofice does not excuse any violation of state jaw
regarding air poliution. Due 10 the excessive failures and excessive amount of time before
retesting, an enforcement action referral will be sent to the Central Office of Ohio EPA.
