NOTICE OF VIOLATION FOLLOW-UP LETTER

Dear Mr. Palik

On March 24, 2011, the Cleveland Division of Air Quality (CDAQ) issued a Notice of
Violation requiring Precision Coatings, Inc. to submit a Permit to Install/Operate
(PTTO) application for the 0.393 MMBtufhr natural gas-fired pyrolysis oven and to
obtain city permits-to-operate by submitting city permit fees for calendar years
2007 and 2008.

CDAQ issued a Receipt of Corrective Action Plan letter on April 1, 2011 stating that
city permit fees for calendar years 2007 and 2008 were received on March 30, 2011,
acknowledgement that Precision Coatings, Inc. was having Adrienne LaFavre of the
Office of Compliance Assistance and Pollution Prevention (OCAPP) visit on April
25, 2011 at 9 : 00 am and that the PTTO application for the 0.393 M1'IIBtu/hr natural
gas-fired pyrolysis oven was due to CDAQ by May 27, 2011.

CDAQ is in receipt of a PTIO application dated April 29, 2011. CDAQ agrees with
the emissions calculations that show that the 0.393 MMBtu/hr natural gas-fired
pyrolysis oven qualifies for the de minim.is exemption under Ohio Administrative
Code (OAC) Rule 3745-15-050 because the oven has the potential to emit less than
ten pounds per day of pollutants.

The corrective action plan was received in a timely manner and appropriate steps
were taken to bring the source into compliance. CDAQ has determined that no
further enforcement action is warranted at this time, but reserves its right to take
such action in the future if necessary.
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CDAQ issues this letter with Ohio EPA's concurrence and does not excuse any
violations of local, state and federal laws or regulations regarding air pollution
control. Violations of air pollution control laws may he pursued in local court or
referred to Ohio EPA or US. EPA for further enforcement action. Should you have
any questions, please call Andrew Marantides at (216) 420-8049.
