On August 12, 2010, the Cleveland Division of Air Quality (CDAQ) inspected
Southwest General Health Center (Southwest) located at 18697 Bagley Road in
Middleburg Heights. This letter serves as notification that you are operating
sources in violation of the following applicable air statutes, air regulations, or air
permit conditions.

An incomplete 2008 Title V Annual Compliance Certification was submitted on
April 30, 2009, and a revision was requested May 19, 2009. Also, an incomplete
2009 Title V Annual Compliance Certification was submitted on March 26, 2010,
and a revision was requested on May 12, 2010. Failing to submit a complete 2008
and 2009 Title V Annual Compliance Certification as required by your Title V
permit is a violation of Ohio Administrative Code (OAC) 3745-77-03(C)(10) and
Ohio Revised Code 37104-050)(2)_

Unless you undertake some type of corrective action with respect to the above noted
violations, you will remain in non-compliance. CDAQ requests that Southwest
submit a complete Title V Annual Compliance Certification for 2008 and 2009 via
Ohio EPA ebuiness cUT services at jpj/eb17 cpa ohio go/loginjspwithin thirty
(30) days of receipt of this letter.

Your response to this letter must be received by CDAQ within thirty (30) days of
your receipt of this letter. If there is insufficient time to correct the alleged
violations within this timeframe, a written response that includes a timeline for

Violations of Ohio air pollution laws and /ox permit terms and conditions are subject
to the penalties stipulated in Ohio Revised Code Section 3704.99(A), which allows-
fines of not more than twenty-five thousand dollars or imprisonment, for not more
than one year, or both, for each violation.

CDAQ issues this letter with Ohio EPA's concurrence. The failure to mention any
specific violation does not excuse any violations of local, state and federal laws or
regulations regarding air pollution control. Violations of air pollution control laws
may be pursued in local court or referred to Ohio EPA or U.S. EPA for further
enforcement action.
