(application number 10340). The total “Strip Area” proposed is 17.20-acres and
is projected to yield 156,000 tonnage of coal. The application was submitted by
Leroy Collier, 4881 Gallia Street, Portsmouth, Ohio 45662. The project is located
at Sections 13 and 14 in Township 6 North, Range 12 West, Greenfield
Township, Gallia County, Ohio. The Huntington District Corps of Engineers
Public Notice Number for this project is 2005-01265-OHR. The Ohio EPA ID
Number for this project is 093588.

As required by the Antidegradation Rule, rule 3745-1-05 of the Ohio
Administrative Code (OAC), three alternatives have been submitted for the
project. The applicant's proposed preferred alternative, if approved, would
impact 2,698.5 linear feet of streams by mine through, construction of haul roads,
and the construction of sediment ponds. No wetlands will be affected by the
preferred alternative. The applicant's proposed minimal degradation alternative,
if approved, would impact 1,170.5 linear feet of streams by mine through,
construction of haul roads, and the construction of sediment ponds. No wetlands
will be affected by the minimal degradation alternative. The applicant's proposed
non-degradation alternative, if approved, would have no direct impacts on waters
of the state.

Discharges from the activity, if approved, would result in degradation to, or
lowering of, the water quality of un-named tributaries to Symmes Creek. Ohio
EPA will review the application, and decide whether to grant or deny the
application, in accordance with OAC Chapters 3745-1 and 3745-32. In
accordance with OAC rule 3745-1-05, an antidegradation review of the
application will be conducted before deciding whether to allow a lowering of
water quality. All three proposed alternatives will be considered during the
review process. No exclusions or waivers, as outlined by OAC rule 3745-1-05,
apply or may be granted.
