The project is located at 1475 West 5" Street
in Marysville. The Huntington District Corps of Engineers Public Notice Number for this
project is LRH-2014-406-SCR-Unnamed Tributary to Mill Creek. The Ohio EPA ID

As required by the Anti-degradation Rule, 3745-1-05, of the Ohio Administrative Code
(OAC), three alternatives have been submitted for the project. The applicant's proposed
preferred alternative, if approved, would impact 414 linear feet of ephemeral streams,
and 308 linear feet of intermittent streams. The applicant's proposed minimal
degradation alternative, if approved, would impact 284 linear feet of ephemeral streams,
and 38 linear feet of intermittent streams. The applicant's proposed non-degradation
alternative, if approved, would have no direct impacts on waters of the state.

Discharges from the activity, if approved, would result in degradation to, or lowering of,
the water quality of Mill Creek. Ohio EPA will review the application, and decide
whether to grant or deny the application, in accordance with OAC Chapters 3745-1 and
3745-32.
